Maritimo 'W. 0. T. U. Conwention.

The first session of the annuel conven-
tion of the Mariiime Women's Christian
Temperance Union was held at Chahuers
ball, Ialifsx, on Wednetday, Sept. 5ib,
and was pretty well attended. Mrs. At-
kinson, vice president, occupied the
chair in the absence of Mrs. Turnbull, the
president: The first half hour was spent
in devotional exercises. A motion that
any ladies be allowed to speak at the
meetings, but only delegates be privileg-
ed to vote carried. The delegates from
Kentvillle had determined to sffiliate
with tLe maritime union and they were
given permission to vote. A committee
on resolations, covsisting of Miss
Johnstone, of Dartmouth, Miss Smith,
of Windsor, and Mrs. Wood, of Sack-
ville, was appoiuted. In the afternoon
a deputation from the I. O. G. T. was
received. The roll call showed a num-
ber of delegatés presert from New
Brunswick.

At the- meeting on Wednesdsy after-
noon, Mrs. W. W. Tarnbull, the presi-
dent, occupied the chair, and read an
address setting forth the necessity of
women uncerstanding their duties in
connexion with christian temperance
work. The correspouding secretary’s
aunusl report showed receipts of $81
for sale of books, etc. The receipts of
the union for the year over the expendi-
At the evening meeting
the report of evangelistic work was read
by Mrs. Judge Steadman, in the absence
of Mr. Sampson, the superintendent.
A report from Mrs. March, on jail and
prison work, was read by Mrs. Allan, in
the absence of Mrs. March. Mrs. Mas-
ters, as delegate from the Bapgist con-
vention of W. M. A. society, conveyed
greetings from that body. An address
of welcome to the maritime union was
given by Mrs. Whiston, president of
the Halifax union, on behalf of the Hali-
fax and Dartmouth unions. Mrs. Ran-
dolph, of Fredericton, and Mrs. Turn-
bnil, of St. John, expressed pleasure in
meeting with the members in Halifax
and Dartmouth. Reports were received
from Newcastle, Baie Verte, Canso,
Kentville and Parrsboro. Mrs. Atkin-
son’s report of juvenile work says that,
80 far as she has been able to learn, the
accounts [rom the varieus juvenile
societies have been most encouraging,
though she finds it difficult to get infor-
mation from local superintendents.
Twenty-four of the thirty-four to whom
she applied for ioformation replied.
There were four loyal legions organized
during the year, making now 18 socie-
ties, of which 16 -are carried on by W,
C. T. unions; the other two were orga-
nized by temperance ladies, but union
women help in conducting them. Of
these only one has been discontinued
entirely. They nearly all write of an
increase of membership during the year.
Notwithstanding the fact that many of
the older children pass into other tem-
perance societies each year, the member-
ship has inereased from 1,008 to 1,711,
showing a gain of 108. The combined
average attendance is 948, and:the
smallest society enrolled bas the largest
attendance in proportion to its member-
ship.

At Friday's session Mrs. Tarnbul pre-
sented Mr. Bulmer, representative.of the
prohibition party, who conveyed the
greetings of that party to the union.
Mrs. MacFarlane, of 8t. John, responded
in a neat speech,

Mrs. Turnbull presented a report on
“ purity” which denounced womon who
had *‘ rested upon their own selfish and
short sighted purity, whilé thousands of
their sister women had perished for lack
of a helping hand.” . The report declsred
that women must éxercise her influence
for purity by first modifying her own
habit of thought with regard to the sins
of uncleanness in every form. The nude
in art, all impure literature acd low
necked and sleeveléss dresses were all
vigorously denopungced. It was decided
to publish the paper, and to baye i3 read
at the unions.

It was moved by the president, second-
ed by Mrs. Lleeves, and passed, that the
members use their influecce agaipst the
present style of ladies’ evening dress,
which they disproved of entirely.

In the afternoon the delegates were
¢riven around the city, and in the even-
ing a mass meeting was taken part in by
Bey, J. B. Rogers and Dr. Hole, Mrs.
Wesley Smith of Halifax, Mrs. Thorne
of St. John, Mrs. Allison, the Misses
Temple, Mrs. T. B, 8mith, Mrs. Dr.
Todd and Mrs. Randolph.

At the adjourned meeting on Friday,
the election of officers took placs. The
result of balloting for president was : 19
for Miss Johnson, 14 for Mrs. Farnball,
and 4 scattering. Miss Johnson, while
thaoking the ladies of the union, de-
elized the honor on the plea of not hav-
ing time to attend to the duties. Mrs.
Todd moved that Mrs. Turnbull be re-
elected presigent by the anjted veice of
the sisters, which carried. Mrs. Stead-
man, of Fredericton, was re-elected to
the position ef eorresponding secretary.
Miss Robinson, of Halifax, was elected
recording secretary and Mrs. Steadmay
moved a vote of thanks to the retiring
recording secretary, Miss Trpeman, of
Sackville. Miss Lockbart, of 8t. Johs,
was appointed treasurer. The election
of vice-presidents was deferred till after
the constitation. The election of super-
intendents of thé department of work
resulted as follows ; Gospel purity—Mrs.

Referring to the localities which may
be looked to as intimately connected
with New Brunswick in respect to the
supply and démand of hay, I have to
pote an .exceptionally large yield in
Aroostock, nearly all of which 1 am in-
formed was well got; an endormous crop
in the lower part of Quebec, very much
ot which was dsmaged; and an average
crop for Nova Scotia with an unfavora-
ble haying season.

Taking the Province as a whole, the
indications for grain were very favora-
ble on September 1st; but it is greatly to
be feared that the frost of last night and
the previous night (Sept. 5 and 6) has
done a great amount - of injury to late
oats and buckwheat. The frost of the
night of the 6th, or more properly speak-
ing the morning of the 7th, walhe
most severe known in Fredericton at
that date, the thermometer gt the Uni-
versity having registered 30° Fahr.
Judging as well from my own observa-
tions as from my correspondence,l am
of the opinion that the area in grain
which weuid be injured by this frost, if
it was general over the Province, would
form a considerable percentage of the
whole.

Potatoes have dope well this year,
though in some localities not so well as
last year. The ravages of the beetle ate
decreasing and farmers, generally, are
able to cope with the pest successfully,
The majority of the reports are favora-
ble as to the root crop, but along the St.
John river, especially in the lower por-
tion, a great amount of damage was
done by the black land grub in some
eases, and by a black fly in others. In
many instances. the crop was a failure,
owing to the young plants being killed,
although seeding was repeated in some
cases two and tliree times.

It wiil be noted that very many of the
reports represent the seasen as unfa-
vorable for pasturage; the rains of Aug-
ust will hkely improve the fall feed.
Thirty-six of my correspondents report
an increase in dairying in their respec-
tive Jocaljtles in - Kings in winter
dairying. No decrease is reported. Mr.
Hsall of Gagetown and Mr. Smish of
Blissville, point out the desirability of
havigpg 8 butter factory established at
those places.

Other conclusions from the several
reports will be given in the Annual Re-
