ON PREMIER

Toronto, Oct. 20.—The temperance 
people are going to Ottawa for the purpose 
of drawing Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s attention 
to the result of the plebiscite aud asking 
what he intends to do about it Nov. 1 
or 2 will be the date chosen.

MORE OUTRAGES REPORTED FROM CHINA.

Paris, Oct. 20.—At the cabinet meet 
tng today the Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
M. Delcasse, read a despatch from the 
French minister at Pekin, M. Gerard, 
announcing that a French missionary 
and several Chinese Catholics have been 
massacred or burned to death in a chapel 
at Paklung by u riotous mob. M, 
Gerard, it was added, immediately de­
manded reparation from the Chinese 
government.

THE PEACE COMMISSION.

Paris, Oct. 20.—The Spanish peace 
commissioners have not yet received 
from Madrid either instruction or per­
mission to bid adieu to Cuban sove­
reignty without further seeking tu 
attach to its sovereignty some condition 
providing for the assumption of the 
Cuban debt by tbe United States. It 
they are as at present disposed and 
instructed, the Spaniards will not at 
tomorrow’s meeting recognize affirmative­
ly the United States position and will 
stop on the point of resuite. Should 
they flatly reject American insistence, 
the Spaniards, while recognizing the 
physical power, of the United States 
against unaided Spain, will dumbly ex­
tend their palms upwards and shrug 
their shoulders. They regard the situa­
tion us pitiable and are not averse to any 
sympathy it may excite. They affirm 
that the American answer to their debt 
proposition is very long and that they 
nave not yet had time to meditate fully 

on it. They thus far, apparently, 
intend not to yield and to make another 
written presentment and expect an ex­
tended discussion thereon. Whether 
they will tomorrow be met with or at 
tbe close of the session receive as to Cuba 
the American ultimatum of terms and 
time, must thou be developed. While 
this is possible, it it not quite probable.

New York, Oct. 21.—Andrew Car- 
uegie has arrived at his home in this city 
after bis summer’s sojourn in Europe, 
lu an interview he said : ‘If the 
l ni ted States ia going to undet take the 
government of the Philippines aud go in 
for expansion throughout the world, 
putting her head in hornet’s nest of 
European rivalry, there c«n he nupree- 
petous business. We shall be subject to 
wars and wat’s alarms. Business is the 
child of security and peace. The en­
trance of the United Slates as a new 
power in the far East will set every one 
of the present nations to a study of the 
question from a uew standpoint. We 
must pay for a large standing army, arid 
there is neither test nor security for us. 
Before the American people comes now 
the most monstrous issue since the issues 
of independence and suceesion. A false 
step now and the lutuie of the republic 
will, in my opinion, be seriously impair­
ed and its industrial career retarded '

‘ You do not think that territorial ex­
pansion will bring expansion of trade?’

Boston, Mass., Oct. 21.—The Globe 
says this mornsng : It is reported of the 
Shoe and Leather Exchange that the 
affairs of the Boston Rubber Shoe com­
pany have been abiorbed by the United 
Stales Rubber company, and that Mr. 
Con vers, its president, will become a 
director of the new cotporation. The 
purchase price is said to be $1,000,000, 
$4,124,600 in preferred stock payiug 8 
per ceut dividend, and $3,499,000 com­
mon, a total of $8,623,300 being the 
amount involved.

San Francisco, Oct. 21.—The British 
steamer Waterloo, which will sail to-day 
for Loiqloo, has on board one of the big­
gest cargoes of salmon and fruit that lias 
left this port tor many months. She will 
take away 59,995 cases of canned salmon 
and 34,430 cases of canned fruit. The 
cargo is valued at 351,000.

Omaha, Neb., Oct. 21.—A number of 
Russians have visited the morgue and 
viewed the remains of the mysterious 
man who committed suicide when caught 
in the act of robbing the public library 
building of the valuable coin collection 
deposited there. Not a single link that 
would aid the police in unraveling the 
mystery was secured. It was discovered 
to-day that a bit of paper was lodged in 
the throat of the corpse. It was extract­
ed and found to have originally been a 
a bit of common glazed writing paper 
with several sentences written thereon in 
ink. The moisture from the mouth, 
however, had caused the ink to run the 
letters together, so that even a microscope 
could not detect anything.

Chicago, Oct. 21.—Wu Ting Fang, 
Chinese minister to the United States, 
before his departure for Washington said 
that the report of a marriage between 
Li Hung Chang and the dowager Empress 
was absurd. ‘ It is the most absurd of 
all the rumors,’ said Wu Ting Fang.
