The boiler bouse is a 
commodious structure, in keeping with the 
main buildings. The roof is n.etallic, thus 
making the building practically fireproof. 
The othces of the Company will lie situated 
in the north end of the main building on the 
ground floor, and a special siding of tiie 
I. C. R. is under construction to run light 
to the shipping loon platform adjacent 
thereto. The whole plant, Mr. Anderson 
stated, is equipped with the very latest and 
most improved machinery to be had on the 
continent.
