■ The Hague, Sept .21.—The sixth plen­
ary sitting of the Peace Conference to­
day attracted an unusually large audi­
ence. The confcirncc adopted an amend­
ment to the project on the treatment of 
neutrals in the territory of belligerents, 
which does away with the contradiction 
pointed out by Baron Marshal YoiVBieb- 
erstein, head of the German delegation.

In the course of the discussion regard­
ing the establishment of an internation­
al prize court, tienor Erfteva (Mexico) 
announced that the Mexican delegation 
would not vote in favor of the proposi­
tion, as the modification permitting a 
country interested in a caw to have its 
own judge on the tribunal, largely did 
away with the*objection able feature of 
the early proposal, which, he said, con­
travened the principle of the equality of 
nations.
