The Confederation meeting on Friday even- 

ing did not attract a very large audience, and 
it was just as well for sanitary reasons. The 
ice-olated state of the room, as one of the Hu- 
morist family puts it in the Telegraph, might be 
tolerated in the Skating Rink, bnt was quite, 
an outrage in the Mechanics’ Institute.

«B Wier, Esq., insisted that it ought to be 
an open meeting in order to afford any gentle- 
man present an opportunity to state his views, 
and, if disposed, challenge the correctness of 
the assumptions of the opponents of Federa- 
tion. He thought the question ought to be 
discussed upon the same principle that governs 
Parliamentary debates.

«Mr. Uniacke again rose and observed, that 
as the delegates had reported a scheme of mag- 
nitude and importance which, if carried into
