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OTTAWA AFFAIRS.
THE “GLOBE’S” MISSTATEMENTS.

’ Ottawa. June 13.—The Globe is break­
ing out again with the old mania for mis­
statement. It is necessary to dissipate a 
few delusions. First the Globe in a cable 
despatch, which might as well have been 
dated Toronto or Ottawa, says :—

The date of Mr. Langevin’s departure is still un­
certain. He has had several consultations with the 
Colonial office ; but the Government has not 
yet informed him of its decision in the Letellier 
affair. I learned this afternoon from _ a 
trustworthy official source that the Cabinet has 
decided not to sanction the Lieutenant-Governors 
dismissal.

In reply it may be said, first, that the 
date of Mr. Langevin’s return is not at all 
uncertain except to those who know.no­
thing about *his movements and are driven 
to fabricate or cable false news about him. 
Second, there is no authority whatever for 
the statement made in the Globs relative 
to the Letellier matter. In return for all 
this “ information ” no doubt the Olobe 8 
London correspondent will cable a para­
graph praising somebody’s “ servants, as 
was done about those at Rideau Hall. The 
Olobe also says :—

The Colonial Secretary informs me that he does 
not comtemplate making any communication of the 
decision to the English newspapers, therefore the 
publication of the news may first take place in 
Canada. Mr. Langevin will not leave till the des­
patch is sent to the Marquis of Lome.

After the Colonial Secretary giving that 
intimation it was sheer impertinence to 
fabricate false news and send it across the 
Atlantic.

THE PACIFIC RAILWAY ROUTE.
The conduct of the Globe in regard to 

the question of the Pacific railway route ia 
beyond all bounds of ordinary decency. It 
stated emphatically that the Government 
had cancelled the order-in-Council of Mr. 
Mackenzie, which made Burrard Inlet the 
ten&mus of the road on the mainland, and 
on the strength of that statement—that 
false statement—it charged Sir Charles 
Tapper with having told an untruth to 
Parliament when he said that Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s order had not been cancelled. It 
was shown in The Mail that the 
Globe had mistaken the order altogether 
and was ignorant of the true state 
of the case. The order that was really 
cancelled was published for the Globe's in­
formation. It was proved that the Burrard 
Inlet order was quite another order which 
was still untouched and in force. Yet in 
the face of this exposure, the Glebe goes on 
with its false statements. The charitable 
suggestion that the Globe was £ ‘ mistaken” 
must now be withdrawn, and it must be 
said that that paper has published and 
persisted in an infamous falsehood, 
plain to the eyes of all the country, for the 
purpose of trying to damage the Govern­
ment. It owes its readers, the country 
and the Ministers an apology for the 
grossest fabrication that has of late dis­
graced its columhs.

AN OTTAWA SLANDER.
The local Opposition organ here has 

been manufacturing a “ scandal ” out 
of nothing against Mr. Mackintosh, 
of the Citizen, Mayor of Ottawa. 
Mr. Mackintosh’s energy and successful 
activity as a Liberal-Conservative leader in 
Ottawa have made him the object of many 
gross slanders in the Globe, as well as in 
other Preform papers. He has. bora these 
attacks with a good humoured indifference 
as a rule, but in this last slander the name 
of Sir Charles Tupper and Hon. Mr. Pope 
have been mentioned, and the Citizen of to­
day has the following short article dispos­
ing of the slander raised by the local 
organ :—

, UNFOUNDED RUMOUR.

,£ It is now stated—but we give it under all possi­
ble reserve—that the actuÿ purchaser of the Gar- 
land-Mutchmor building which Messrs. Tupper and 
J. H. Pope are for reasons of their own anxious 
to acquire for the purpose of a Geological 
Museum, is one of the members for Ottawa 
■who expects to make cent per cent by the 
■operation. The proprietor of the Citizen is 
credited with acting as an agent in the transaction, 
and it is believed that a thorough understanding 
exists between the quartette as to the ultimate des­
tination of the money which is to be made out of 
the pockets of the people.”

We quote the above from the Ottawa Free Pres», 
and are of opinion that our contemporary acts 
wisely in giving the statement “ under all possible 
reserve,” although the writer upon enquiry might 
readily have been placed in possession of such 
facts as would have warranted a prompt denial of 
the canards so freely circulated with reference to 
the property in question. We are able, however, 
to explicitly contradict every statement made, both 
in the above article and other paragraphs referring 
to the subject. The Garland- Mutchmor pro­
perty is not for sale and has not been 
offered for sale since Monday last, when purchased 
by Mr. Mackintosh. More than this, the Govern­
ment has made no advance towards purchasing it ; 
nor has it been offered to the Government ; nor has 
any one, by authority of the Government, made any 
offer for it ; nor was it purchased with any under­
standing that the Government contemplated buying 
it. Furthermore, none of the gentlemen represent­
ing Ottawa have the slightest interest in the pro­
perty. Mr. Mackintosh bought the property and it 
will be paid for by him. He acted as his own free 
agent in the matter, and any “ quartette” or other 
partners supposed to be interested in the trans­
action are mere myths.

Mr. J. M; Currier, the member for Ot­
tawa, has in this evening’s Free Press the

To the Editor of the Free Press :

Sir,—In your yesterday’s issue you say “ it is

Powerful Stream at Mud and Stones 
Thrown ISO Feet In the Air,

(From the Sarnia Observer.)
One of the moat wonderful natural 

phenomena ever witnessed was seen by a 
targe crowd of people Wednesday after- 
neon, at the residence of Mr. Peter 
Taylor, who lives just outside the corpora­
tion. For some time back Mr. Taylor had 
a number of men boring for water on the 
south-west corner of his grounds, within a 
few feet of his house. Wednesday after­
noon about four o’clock, when a depth of 
150 feet had been reached, Mr. Taylor 
heard a peculiar rumbling sound, apparent­
ly issuing from the hole, and judging that 
something unusual was about to happen, 
warned his men to move to a safe distance 
Iroin the well. One of the men was at the 
top of the derrick adjusting some of the 
tackle, and, as he, too, heard even more 
distinctly a series of most extraordinary 
sounds coming up from the bowels of the 
earth, he did not stand upon the order of 
his going, but went. He had scarcely got a 
few feet from the derrick, when a j

Some idea of the mysterious subterranean 

power which supplied the motive for this 
exhibition of natural water works may be 
conveyed by the fact that stones weighing 
fully five, six and even eight pounds were 
shot up into the air to a considerable 
height and with astonishing velocity, while 
showers of rounded pebbles of every small­
er size fell like hsil-stones upon s circle 
of several yards around the whole. One 
large-sized stone struck a timber of the

green spectacles, 
and a handkerchief of Bntish magnitude 
carefully swathing his jaws, within a 
month after that day, Louis Napoleon 
Bonaparte was parading Regent street as a 
special constable under orders of his Cap­
tain of Division, Major Waller. But, to 
set against the many bitter things for which 
the year 1848 is notable, Englishmen treasure 
the remembrance that it gave them the 
most beloved of all Princesses. The 
salient points of her life, from her 
birth down to her departure for Canada 
last year, are so familiar to everybody, 
that it would be an impertinence to reiter­
ate them here. And equally impertinent 
would it be to eulogize a character each as 
hers. One charm she has, however, which 
must be touched upon, for it is so rare in 
its highest perfection that it may perhaps 
be called her peculiar characteristic. This 
charm ia that “ sweet unconsciousness ” 
which, in the same way that it supplies the 
last crowning grace of beauty and the lsgt 
crowning grace of genius, supplies also the 
last crowning grace of an English princess. 
Consciousness, or at least apparent con­
sciousness, of any superiority, whether of 
rank or beauty or genius, dims, in these ad­
vanced days, all its lustre. To the Princess 
Louise her position ia neither a burthen, as 
exalted rank is to some weak natures, nor 
a source of secret vainglory, as it often 
is to others. As she never thinks of 
it—as it never wearies nor elates her 
—she is as incapable of affected humility 
as of hauteur. The splendour of her 
position invests her with its halo none the 
less, but it invests her merely as a reflected 
light from the conscious eyes of others. It 
is not merely that she does not require any 
demonstration of the reverence which is 
her due, but such a demonstra­
tion, except in the very mildest 
form, irks her. It is this more, perhaps, 
than anything else which makes her name 
like a note of music in the ears of all those 
who know her. That a charm so delicate 
as this, however, should be appreciated in 
circles of art and culture more than any­
where else is but natural. Here there is no 
one—high or low, “ gentle or simple"—so 
beloved as she A bom artist herself, the 
severity of training impossible in a prin­
cess was alone needed to give her a distinct 
and recognised place in pictorial as well as 
in plastic art. Her portrait of Mr. Motley, 
the American Minister, is alone sufficient 
to show her gifts in portraiture.

That she should marry the Marquis of 
Lome was m entire accord with the har­
mony of her life. As the sublimity of snob­
bery is the denial of a man’s claim to esteem 
on account of his rack, we need not ahrink 
from saying that there is no man living 
with purer and nobler aspirations than the 
Governor-General of Canada ; and his abili­
ties are equal to the demands which will 
inevitably be made upon them. Of him it 
may be said that he has that faith in God 
and belief ia the high duties of man with­
out which rank is a vulgar nuisance—an 
insult flung in the faces of honest and in­
dependent men. That the Prinoees and 
her husband will both be highly popular 
with the Canadians it is difficult to doubt. 
And, with regard to the Prinoees, we can­
not question that the Canadians will realise 
the value of the prize they have gained aa 
fully as we Englishmen realize the value of 
the prize we tor a time have lost. They 
have robbed us of half our sunshine—these 
Canadians—and they will know how to 
cherish the “golden " spoil.

“ Notwithstanding al the dreadful fog 
and smoke,” a foreigner of eminence onoe 
said to us,”' “ there are many bright things 
to be seen in London, but the brightest of 
all ia the Princess Louise’s smile. For 
frankness, for sunninees, and complete 
geniality, it ia—aa far as my experience of 
smiles extends—unique. ” There was much 
truth of observation in this, and we told 
that “distinguished foreigner” that he 
knew a good thing when Be saw it. He 
might have gone on to say that the smile 
she has to bestow upon him or upon any of 
the great personages of Europe, if it dif­
fers at all from that with which she greets 
any struggling artist of genius or deserving 
man witn whom she may be brought into 
contact, differs only in this, that the latter 
is more frank—if possible—more “ sunny " 
and more genial than the court knows.

On 
further search being made the body of a 
man named John Franks was found in the 
water. Coroner Brolby, of Berlin, held an 
inquest, when the jury rendered a verdict 
of “suicide while labouring under a fit 
of temporary insanity.” The deceased was 
unmarried, and about thirty years of age. 
His folks live at Petersburg.

Brampton, Ont., June 12.—As the 
Credit Valley railway construction train 
was working here to-day a small boy named 
Jas. Hessey fell between the cars and the 
wheels passed over both ankles and hor­
ribly mangled his thigh. It is likely both 
feet will have to be amputated.

Ottawa, June 13—James Bailiff, ex- 
Deputy Sheriff, attempted suicide yester­
day, by inflicting a wound in his neck with 
a pen-knife. Some time ago this man was 
sentenced to three months’ imprisonment 
for the same offence. The cause far the 
rash act was domestic trouble and whiskey.

A boy named Hargrave was drowned in 
the Ottawa, several miles above the city 
last night Whilst engaged in spearing 
fish his boat capsized and dumped hies into 
the water, being unable to swim he was 
drowned "before hie oompnnioae could ren­
der any assistance.

Kingston, June 13.—This morning, be­
tween seven and eight o’clock, Mrs. Gales, 
daughter of Archibald Wilkinson, a re­
spected coloured resident of William»ville, 
a suburb of this city, committed auiotde by 
throwing herself in the well at her father’s 
house. She had jumped out of her bed­
room window in a half-dressed state. 
When found life was extinct The cause 
of the suicide was depressed spirits. Her 
husband was a hair-dresser in Westfield, 
Mass.

Fort Erie, Ont., June 13.—A sad 
drowning accident occurred here yesterday 
afternoon to a man named Frank Hooper, a 
moulder, about forty years of age, residing 
in Buffalo. In company with a man named 
John Haas, he went fishing on the Niagara 
river, and when at anchor they both got to 
one end of the boat in which they were, 
which caused it to fill and sink. Haas 
was rescued but Hooper was drowned. 
Hooper’s body was recovered about eight 
o’clrôk last evening and removed to his 
home. The deceased was a widower and 
leaves three children.

Montreal, June ,14.—A poisoning case 
which came to light last night is the sub­
ject of greet interest to-day. Two families, 
that of James F aman, labourer, aged about 
50 years, and Edward Folan, his son-in-law,

" 25, an employé at the rolling mills of 
irs. Pillow, Heresy, A Co., residing on 

Young street, on Thursday last were in 
their usual health and vigour. In the even­
ing Folaa's wife went to ■ grocery store 
and bought several articles for next day’s 
use, iwaw4ing one and a hall pounds of 
baoon. She cooked a portion of the latter 
for hen own and the children1! supper, and 
observed at the time she placed it in the 
pan that it was slightly tinged, es though 
with mildew, in a small spot at one end. 
With this exception the meat looked 
thoroughly fresh and wholesome. She ate 
a small portion of it, as did also two little 
boyi, Georgia, aged three, and Willie, 
aged five. Of the remainder she cooked a 
portion for her husband’s mid-day meal 
next day, and gave the remainder to her 
mother residing next door. The latter 
portion happily was not need. Yesterday 
morning after her husband left for Work, 
Mrs. Folan was taken with sickness at the 
stomach. Willie was also taken sick and 
suddenly became worse, d^ing at eight 
o’clock last night Folan himself is in bed 
and the grandfather is also ill. The meat 
has been submitted to the public analyst 
and an inquest is being held.

Ottawa, June 14.—A despatch from 
Smith’s Falls says :—“ A sad case of 
poisoning occurred near Franktown this 
week. A daughter of Mr. Thoe. Pierce, 
aged eighteen months, got a box contain­
ing about two dozen sugar-coated narcotic 
alterative pills, which she ate. When dis­
covered, she was lying on the floor with the 
empty box in her hand. The child re­
mained in a stupor from the time it was 
discovered until death occurred."

ALMOST GIGANTIC PROPORTIONS, 
had just arrived in the country from Europe, 
imagined himself to be the Marquis of 
Ripon, and claimed he was worth £60,000. 
Last week he was being taken te an insane 
asylum by some friends, and when the 
westbound night express on which they were 
passengers was nearing Duck Harbour, a 
short distance east of the town, the “ Mar­
quis” managed to elude the vigilance of his 
keepers, and jumped from the train, which 
was running at full speed. Of course it 
was thought by all on board that he had 
been immediately killed, and on the arrival 
of the train at the station a special engine 
was despatched to pick up the missing 
madman s remains. The express had also 
brought several passengers whose final 
destination was some distance down the 
Cobourg road, and it was on his return 
journey, after having taken the parties 
referred to, that Mr. George Cochrane, 
hackman, met with the following ad­
venture: - Mr. Cochrane was driving slowly 
along the road, which at this point runs 
parallel with the railway track, and 
watching the lanterns of the men who 
were searching for the missing “ Marquis, ” 
when suddenly the horses attached to the 
hack were brought to a standstill by an 
unknown man who had unexpectedly emerg­
ed from the woods and seised them by the 
reins. George supposing him to be a 
tramp highwayman, ordered him to drop 
the “ribbons,”et he would unroof his 
ooooanut.

If the cloth was perfect they were to get 8 cents 
extra. When they arrived here they were told the 
agreement was wrong, aa it waa Intended they 
should weave eight yards, i picks to I inch and 4 
inches wide more tor 18 cento. They alto state that 
the agent told them they were required to work 
new English machinery which the weavers on this 
continent were not accustomed to ; in fact the looms 
were lying Idle waiting their arrival. This asser­
tion they state was false, aa all the looms were 
folly occupied when they reached Dun­
dee. The passage» of the men were paid 
by the company and houses and furniture 
provided for their families' in the Valley City. 
The amount. It ia said, that Hu been spent to bring 
them out and provide for their accommodation is 
about *7,000. The men now decline to work and 
demand that they be paid 810 each for their time, 
with free return passages home, or that they get 
ISO etch and be sent to the States This is the sub­
stance of their story, but It Is not likely the directors 
will comply with the request, at least until the 
signed agreement Is received from 
men In the meantime 
minds.
