EUROPEAN NitiWS.

1 HE RIGHTS OF I URKbY IN IHh 
BLAC K SEA.

(From Wittmcr 4' Smiths European Times.)

The u Journal rie Constantinople” 
publishes the following circular, relative 
to the island8 at the mouth of the Danube, 
sent by the Turkish Minister oi Foreign 
Affairs to the representatives of the 
Ottoman Government at the Courts of 
the great Powers of Europe:—Mon­
sieur,—At the Congress of Paris, when 
the point under consideration was to 
regulate the question concerning, the 
vvoiks to be executed at the mouths of 
the Danube, the Ottoman plenipoten­
tiaries declared that the Subl.me Port 
would willingly make the necessary ad­
vances for the works. This declaration 
was inserted in the protocol of the 27ih 
of March, No. 16, and the Imperial 
Government, immediately after the ex­
change of the ratifications of the Treaty 
ol Paris, Hastened to carry it into effect 
by sending to the mouth of the Suhna a 
dredging machine and a steamer to assist 
in the opperations and by establishing a 
lighthouse for the security to navigators. 
This commencement of execution of the 
preparatory Improvements, which were 
to be completed by those which will be 
considered necessaiy by the European 
commission, was at the same time an act 
of taking posession oi the mouths and 
isles of the Danube, which belong to it 
by right. The butilime Port has never 
had and can rever have any doubts as to 
its right and as to the intentions of its 
allies relative to its direc possession ol 
the islands ol the Lower Danube ; and 
il it now recur» to the question, it is 
only to render it more clear, and to 
remove the slightest doubt which mighr 
be felt on the subject. The stipulations 
of the Treaty of Paris fix new frontiers 
between the Ottoman empire and Russia 
on the side ol Bessarabia, and a part of 
that province is restored to 'Turkey and 
annexed to Moldavia. But!\ihe islands 
of the Lower Danube cannot enter into 
that, category, and stand undi r a separate 
and special “ regime*” The ter,tory 
which is to be annexed to Moldavia is a 
portion of Bessarabia, and formeily was 
pa t of that principa iiy ceded to Russia 
by the Tresty of Bucharest in 1812. 
'The islands of thx& Danube, which have 
never ioimed part of Bessarabia, bad 
been placed under the *‘ regime” by 
which they were governed before the 
late war by the Treaty of Adrianople in 
1829, and that “ regime” differed essen­
tially from the Russisn administration 
of the other bank of the river. Thai 
same treaty bound Russia not to con 
struct any fortification or any establis- 
nieut except that of the quarantine.-— 
Thus the islands at the mouth of the 
Danube have never formed part of 
Moldavia, and the dates of the cession 
show that these islands were not ceded 
to Russia with Bessarabia as a part ol 
that province. A portion of Bessara­
bia now returns to Turkey, and is an­
nexed to Moldavia in virtue of the sti­
pulations of the Treaty of Paris, while 
the return of the islands under their 
former state of things proceeds from*

another principle. It is the annulment 
ol the treaty of Adrianople, which, by 
putting an end to Russian domination, 
give them back to their former posses­
sor. It is the same principle which : 
annuls de facto the neutiaiiiy of,the 
right bank ol the channel ol 81. George 
that restores these islands to Tuikey, 
Iront whom they were detached. The 
treaty of the 30th March only speaks ol 
the pait of Bessarabia which is ceded 
by Russia. Art. 20 fixes the new 
frontier between the Ottoman empire 
and Russia. Art 21 declares that the 
territory ceded by Russia shall be an­
nexed to the principality ol Moldavia 
under the -suzerainty ol the Sublime 
Porte. 'The inhabitants of this territory 
shall enjoy the rights and privilege 
secured to the principalities, and during 
three years they shall have the power of 
removing their residence and of Ireely 
selling their property. The spirit of 
this last named article may be clearly 
understood to mean that the annexation 
to Moldavia of the territory ceded by 
Russaia only applies to Bessarabia, and 
not to the islands at the mouth of the 
river ; lor the treaty, iu speaking of the 
inhabitants of the ceded territory, evi- 
deutiy places the islands which are inha­
bited out of the circle ol the territory 
which is- to be annxed to Moldavia, if 
the contracting Powers had intended to 
give the islands to the Moldavian Prin­
cipality there would have been an ex­
press stipulation iu the treaty to that 
effect. The declaration ol our plenipo­
tentiaries at the Conference of Paris 
being entered in the protocol, without 
any observation 'on the part of the Con­
gress, constitutes the restitution of the 
mouths of the Danube to the direct 
possession of Turkey and promises the 
performance of a duty in return for a 
recovered fight. The condition in 
which the islands at the mouth of the 
Danube are placed, the very spirit of 
the tieaty relative to that river, and this 
declaration of taking possession—a de­
claration accepted by the Congress— 
clearly show the intentions of the Pow­
ers, cur allies, as the future condition o! 
the mouths of the Danube ,* they had 
certainly no intention, in stipulating lor 
the restitution ol Bessarabia to Molda­
via, to inflict an injury on' Turkey by 
depriving her of what belongs to her by 
right, and giving it to a province which 
has no right to it. Our august allies 
remember the, blood spilt at Okenitzi, at 
Kalafat, and at Silistria. The object 
which Europe had in view ifi restoring 
the mouths ol the Danube was the liberty 
oi that river. It is evident that the best 
means of auditing that object is to 
replace them in the hands ol their legi­
timate proprietor. As we have betore 
s-id,^he Sublime Porte, having never 
felt any doubt either as to its right or as 
to the intention of its allies* took pos­
session of the delta of the Danube by 
commencing the works lor its improve­
ment, and it exercises that right ^ by 
fulfilling its duty for the general interest. 
You are charged» Monsieur, to make 
known these reflections and explanations 
to the Imperial and Royal Court by 
reading this despatch.

THE PRINCIPALITIES.
The Paris correspondent of the 

(i Times” writing on Monday evening, 
says:—There are matters which call lor 
immediate settlement besides that of 
Naples. The foremost are thoses relat­
ing to the Danubian Principalities, and 
the points of disagreement between 
Russia and the allies. These points 
aie not in themselves considered of 
much importance, but it is regarded as a 
matter ol the highest moment that Aus­
tria shall not occupy the Danubian 
Principalities during the winter, and in 
truth, she knows no disposition at This 
moment to evacuate them. Her excuse 
is that there do exist certain points of 
diffuence, and she does not think she 
can witbraw her troops until these are 
settled. On the other hand, it is impos­
sible to enter on the organisation of the 
country in presence of a foreign army, 
or until the frontier question be decided. 
As the great object is to get rid of the 
Austrians, no time will he lost in taking 
from them the only excuse they put 
forward. For this purpose a congress 
will forthwith assemble in Paris, and hold 
its sittings in the hotel of the Minister 
of Foreign Affairs, as before ; and it is 
anticipated that in one or two sittings 
the whole affair will be arranged. Aus? 
tria will then hare no pretext for post­
poning the fulfilment of her obligations, 
and withdrawing her soldiers. Yet, so 
accustomed are we to disappointments 
and deceptions when that power is con­
cerned, that it is doubted whether even 
then she may not allege some other 
reason quite as valid as the present.”

The Czar anP his People.—The 
following, according to the “ Moscow 
Gazette” are the words addressedjby the 
Emperor to the deputation of the pea- 
sents of the crown, in answer to an 
addiess presented by them :—“ I thank 
you with all my heart for your zeal and 
devotedness. Yon have given the best 
proof of these qualities during the late 
war. I am convinced that you will 
always continue to prove your devoted­
ness to rtie. Pray,to God that he may 
support me in my labours. I also will 
pray for you. Repeat this to all the 
peasents ol the crown and of the coloo­
nies v

Census of Russia.—The “ Moni­
teur de PÀrn.ée gives the following as 
the results of the census of the Russian 
empire taken by the order of the Em­
peror at the time o! his accession to the 
throne:—tC The total number of the po­
pulation amounts to 63,000,000, the 
principal elements of which give results 
unknown to the rest of Europe. The 
Clergy of the Russian chuiCh stand for 
the enomaeus number of 510,0C0 ; that 
of the tolerated creeds, 35,000 ; the 
hereditary nobility, 155,000 ; the petty 
bourgeoisie, including discharged aoi- 
diess, 425,000 ; foreigners residing tem­
porarily, 40,000 ; different bodies of 
Cossacks colonised on the Oural, the 
Don, the XV Iga, the Black Sea, the 
Baikal, the Baschèits, and the irregular 
Kalmucks, 2,000,000 ; the population 
of the towns, the middle!,and lower 
classes, 5,000,000 ; the population of 
the country partsy45,000,000, the wan ­
dering tribes, 500,000i the inhabitants.
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
