| Whoever shares good old Messer
Franocesco Petrarch’s enthusisam for
Virgil cannot forget those famous
‘row.gurdens of P@itam that every
{ Roman poet from his time down to
Ausonius made famous in song.
| Prolific beauty was theirs—biferi
rosaria Pati—but salas, they are
withered and dead with the treach-
ery of the fifteen centuries that have
orept silently into the tomb of the
past, In their place blow tbe pale

| flashed bloesyms of the asphodel,

{Abwer of death, fit follower ot'u\ooﬂ
glorions gardens that were the pride
of this ancient city,

Here, in times remote, there was

a settlement long before the Dorio
colonisis chose new h mes by the
Tyrrhenesn seas. Then came au
adventarous little band of Greeks,
headed by Ticezen, out of Sybaris,
mistress of "Magna - Greois, to the
site of Peste ‘ot old, where they
founded & new oity, dedicated to
Neptune, god of the seas, naming it
Poseidonia in his honor. This was
some seven oentaries before the
present ers, but already twenty-
four other cilies were fostered by
Sybaris.
The new oity grew and proposed,
and lent bher name to the blue
waters beyond her fields, which
stretched to the shores of the Posei-
donian Sea. But traoquillity did
not last long, and with the fall ot
Sybaris at the hand of its rival,
Croton, who led the waters of the
Krathis over its ruins, Poseidonia
was left alone to stand against the
rude, barbarian Samnites of Lucanis,
wbo dwelt hidden in her dense
forests. Tbe odds were against the
sea god'e city, and she, too, beaten
in battle and b:fflad by beleaguerers,
fell under the yoke of the triumph-
ant viotors, and ber roses kissed the
dust. Her Lucanian masters in
that fourth century before Christ
took from her the Greek name
Poseidon and gave in place of it the
Latin one Pmstum. Perhaps they
were descendant of the (ribes who
made Peste, and had something
from Treezen to avenge. Howbeit,
never sgain was Poseidon to ba
purely a Greek city, and with other
burdens she bore ber new name with
patience and dignity. It is true
Alexander of Epirus landed to help
the sorely pressed colonies of the
land, and, for a time, restored to
Roseidonia her liperty, But again
the conqueror came, this time from
Rome, which was a struggling
villuge when Poseidonia slood atrong
and great among oities, and after
the Pyrrhine war, 273, the city
gates gave in to him, Thenoe
Poseidonia “lost all hope, though
these captors were kind and libersl,
lifting the roses from the ashes, lay~
ing out new gardens, and adding
pesce to the troubled oity of the
plains. The harbor now became
known as the Bay of Pzitum,
Over its tides sailed forth that ill.
fated fleet supplied to Deocius
Quinctins, who gonght to run the
blockade of Tarentam, From the
time of that disastrons event Pz~
tam’s naval importance waned,
then history veils everything from
us down tothe fall of the Roman
Empire,

Yet we know proeperity had not
departed despite that fact ; it is only
necessary to turn to nomismatio
evidence, for Pmitum’s ooinage in-
dicates her “commercial importanoe
in the interval, sivce with Venusia,
Brundusinm and Vibo Valentia she
shared the special privilege of mint.
ing her own coins,

the distinotion of being one of the
eight Prefectgres of the great Dis-
trict of Lucania. When, without
warping, another foe orept io, it was

did not possess, but all that was for—
gotten when P@stum sunk beneath
hor load, and  no- mention of her
temples was made anywhere, by
travelers or scholars of the Renais=
sance, though antiquity was well
nigh turned topseyturvey for a time
aod other = places were eagerly
enough described. What super-
stitious dread kept Qyriac of Ancona
gway, or Leauvdro Alberti? = They
visited and wrote about the Lucan=
ian Flaio, but not one word did they
whisper sbout Pmstum. It was the
Count Gszolo who broke through
the-megio -eircle, aud to bhim we
owe the first modgrn dasoription of
P®itam, written abont the middle
of the eighteenth .century, From
that day to our own Psstuom has
been the Mecoa for many a pilgrim
age, though for some time after the
expuleion of the Neapolitan RBour-
bons that wioked old brigand,
Manzi, and bis infamous followers
made visitors io thc 60’s the staple
éommodity for ransom.

[ had been thinkirg of sil these
things as [ looked out from the
terraee of the Prince of Angri’s
beauntiful villa on the hillside of
Eboli (the Eburum of old) far into
jhe clear distance beyond the forest
of Persano, and dowo upon thosse
silent temples of P@sium, like mile-
stones on the bigh road of eternity,
Tho suggestion to drive thither was
was weloomed that most perfept of
spring mornings, for we were to see
the ficat epadesful of earth flang up
from excavations just begun under
the direction of Professor Vittorio
Spinszzola of the University of
Naples. Tbis was to be the- first
systematic investigation undsrtaken
on the site.

A beantiful drive brought us
throogh the old oaks, with glimpses
now and thea of Monte 'Alburno,
rising to a height of over 5,700 feet,
and I thanked the shades of Andrea
da Salerno, and ot Roberto de
Oderisio, whose Madonna and whose
Crucifixion in the Haoristy of S.
Francesco had brought me to the
uovisited towa of Eboli and to sll the
unexpeoted joys I found there,
Ususlly visitors to Pmsium come by
an early morning train from Naples;
Cava dei Tirreni, or Salerno, chang
ing at Battipaglia, taking the after=
poon train bick again. Bat the
sixty mils ride each way from
Naples is tiring, even with' a sight

Virgil came on his way throngh
tbis very forest of Persano, “green
with holm oaks” through which
now a good road led us. Beyond
were flelds where long-horned gray
oattle were graging, and here and
there & restless, unessy herd of
shaggy, tough~bided buffslo. That
was the first surprise, for one soarc-
oly expects to find anywhere in
Italy a pight so reminscent of
Amerioan plains in the early days.
The svoestors of ' these herds were
brought into Sicily by the Arabs,
Later the Normans brooght them

bere ; probably their origigal home

| was in the marsh lands of the Tigris
Ravello and

and Ruphrates, . Their tough skin
8eems impervious to the stinging
mosquitoes that inoonlate malarial
germs, and now and,  then you gee
wild looking peasant berders jabbing
at them with their pungoli, or small
lances, to which they pay lezy at-
tention, More often they are rest-
less, and in the dreadfal times when
the sun enters the sign ot Leo they
stamp to and fro. Those months of
July and August are a menaee to
life itself, and  the little group of
dwellers hereabouts wear heavy
veils to keep off-the pestilent insects
which swarm an hour before sun-
down and make the evenings
fall of the year and in tbe spring-
time, at least until May, ove fiods no
discomfort here, and this April
morning was cool and balmy. We
had crossed the yellow-fringed Sele.

Silarus of the ancients. Presently
Pesto itself and its mournful grove
of red-stemmed eucalyptus trees
oame in view.
