C. M. O’Brien, the socialist member
of the local legislature, addressed a
meeting of 600 people in Calgary on
Sunddy evening. Heé gave an explan-
ation of kis course in the legislature
and told why he voted with 'the gov-
ernment on the first vote in connec-
tion' with the A. and G. W. railway.
His explanation was’ that the C. P.
R. is back of all the opposition to the
northern railway.

“I don’t care whether the road costs
$20,000 or $40,000 a mile,” he declared,
““as long as the money has been taken
from us already in the guise of wages.
It makes no difference to us who gets
the swag, ii anvbody gets it, because
we pay for it anyhow. The road will
at least give workingmen some em-
ployment, and it has been promised
that the minimum wage will be $2.50.”

Describing his troubles in the halls
of the legislature, where he was called
to order several times for referring to
the lieutenant governor as the “old
chap” and other familiar terms, he
said: “It seems they don’t understand
you up there when you speak in plain,
close-to-the soil, language, or happen
to belong to the wrong party. Even
one of the ladies present told me she
was much interested in what I had
to say, but she could not understand
all my utterances.. If I can’t make
a spiel up there and be understood, I
wonder what . this country is coming
to. One of the leaders of the insurg-
ents used language on that floor I
would not dare to use here, but all
he had to do was to explain that
Bhakespeare had wused the same
words, and he was allowed to go on.
That’s what I got up there for being
a Socialist, and if.there did not hap-
pen to be a split now so that my
vote is badly needed by both sides, I
would be buried alive. You would
never hear of me until I gof back. They
would not second my motions.

“I have sometimes thought after at-
tending some of our union meetings
that we have not enough brains to
run our affairs, but I never saw any
meeting in my life that was such a
mess as the sessions of the Alberta
legislature.””
