H. M. S. Grampian,

At Sea, 13th March, 1919.
"At 4.30 p.m. yesterday the S. S. 

‘Grampian’ was stopped In mid-ocean 
and all that was mortal of Captain C. 
W. Yetman was consigned to the 
waves, to await the day of Resurrec­
tion, when the sea shall give up its 
dead.

Off the coast of Spain several 
ihouths ago, his vessel was abandoned, 
and the resultant exposure was the 
direct cause of his death. Afterwards 
he was in hospital In Liverpool, and 
considering that he was sufficiently 
recovered to return to his home in 
Newfoundland, embarked with us.

It appears that he contracted pneu­
monia, and died at 10.30 pjn. on the 
11th Inst, almost in sight of his native 
land, after an illness of only a few 
days.
