The carrots, beets. ]mrsmrs and
cabbage bemg the great’ feature in this
class.

The flowers made a very creditable
show, whon the lateness of the season is
taken into account. The foliage plants
were very attractive, and some fing win-
dow plants were also on the stands.

The dairy produce was pretty well re-
presented, but not quite up to last year,
neither in point of entries or quality of
the butter. This is attributable to the
extreme hot and dry summer we experi-
enced. Climatic influence must , also
have had something to do with this, -as
many of our very best makers found it
almost impossible o ‘make a frst cias
article ; and we may say that two il mh
of the butter offered on this market this
season has scarcely passed for sesond
rate. -In cheese we were more suecessful
baving & larger number and tie quality
superior.
