Yet how many yachts
doesone meet in a summer’s trip from the
St. Clair or the Ontario to the Apostle
Islands of Lake Superior ? If the disposi-
tion existed, our beautiful western rivers
and lakes would boast of their fleets of
yachts like the harbors of New York,
Boston, &e., for we can afford to build as
fine nsions and own as fast horses as |
our brethren of the Atlantic littoral. But‘
there are still stronger reasons why our
people should take more to yachting than |
the mere delights of a summer's cruise |
on the lakes. The western man needs
just that peculiar tonic after a season.in
a trying climate which the lake breczes
afford ; they were designed by a kind
Providence to restore to the constitution
what the prairie steals insensibly away.
