Churches in Court.

TORONTO, Oct. 23. —In the case of 
Eccles vs. Trinity Church, St. Thomas. 
Counsel for plaintif moved for judgment 
on the pleadings in an action for the con­
struction of the will of Samuel Ivor, of St. 
Thomas, who died in 1879, leaving his 
estate to be divided, subject to the pay­
ment of certain annuities to the Anglican, 
the Reformed Episcopal, the Presbyterian, 
the Methodist and the Unitarian churches 
of St. Thomas. The testator was himself a 
Unitarian, and made a provision that, it a 
Unitarian place of worship or church with 
Unitarian principles should in the future be 
erected in St. Thomas, it should have a 
share. None such has yet been erected,but 
it is suggested that the Latter Day Saint», 
who have a church in St. Thomas, possess 
Unitarian principles, and may come within 
the testator’s intention. It is also doubtful 
whether there can now bo said to be a Re­
formed Episcopal congregation in St. 
Thomas. Certain other questions arose 
as to the disposition of the estate. Judg
