A NEW MOVE.
New York, Sept. 30.—President P. T.
Powers, of the Kastern League, has ad-
dressed the following letter to the presi-
dents and the club members of the
National and American Baseball Leagues:
‘220 Broadway, New York, Sept. 30, 1901,
—Dear Sir: The minor leagues have re-
cently received notice from President
Young that the national agreement will
bg abrogated and terminated by the
National League on Sept. 30, 1901, and not
again renewed. While such sudden and
arbitrary action was entirely unexpected,
and while by many considered unwise for
the best interests of professional baseball,
and & great injustice to the minor
leagues, which have always been loyal
to the naticnal agreement, it is not the
purpose of this letter to criticise the ac-
tion of the National League in this mat-
ter, but simply to acquaint you with the
fact that in consequence of the National
League’'s abrogation of the natignal
agreement, which for so many years has
been considered the bulwark of prefes-
sional baseball, the following leagues of
professional baseball clubs have banded
together for mutual protection and or-
g_anlzed an entirely independent associa-
tion under the name or the National As-
sociaticn of Professional Baseball
Leagues, of which I have the honor to be
its president. The membership of this
new organization is composed of eleven
leagues,representing the Western League,
the Eastern League, the Western Asso-
ciation, the Indiana. lowa and Illniois
Leagues, the New York State League,
the Connecticut State League, the New
England League, the Southern League,
the . Virginia, North Carolina State
League, comprising in all at least 1,000
protessional players. The above member-
ship in the National Association of Pro-
fessional Baseball L.eagues includes prac-
tically all the professional baseball clubs
in the Unjted States and Canada, except-
ing the sixteen c¢lubs, members in the
National and American Leagues.
“While it is to be regretted that a
baseball war now exists beétween the
National and American Leagues, yet the
minor leagues are in no way parties to
it, or responsible for it, and as the minor
leagues deside to remain neutral, we re-
spectfully appeal to and request that the
individual club members of each of the
National snd American ciubs express
their willingness as individual clubs to
respect the reserve .and .contractual
rights of the minor clubs with their play-
ers, the minor league clubs, members of
the National Associatien of Professional
Baseball Leagues, to reciprécate by re-
specting the reserve and contractual
rights of the club members of the Na-
tional and -American Leagues with their
