The commission-
ens have power to summon witnesses and
to commit for contempt.

The determination to hold the first sittineg
at Ladysmith has been ‘induced by the
recognition of the grievous condition of
affairs there and the desirability of rem-
edying such a deplorable check to imdus-
trial aectivity and progress. Thic is not
Mr King’s first trip to the province, as
he has had occasion to visit the Coast
wities in connection with the work of the
ILabor Gazette, of which he is editor.
