COLLECTOR OF PORT

Roosevelt’s Determination to

Appoint Colored Man Con-
firmed by Senate.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 6.—The nom-
ination of W. ‘D. Crum, a negro, {o be
collector of customs for the port of
Charleston, 8. C., was confirmed by the
Senate in executive session today by a
vote of 33 to 17. ‘Crum has been nom-
inated by the Préesident three times, and,
in addition, had received three recess
appointments. He is now serving under
the last of these recess appointments:
Confirmation was opposed by Senator
Tillman, wha objected to the appoint-
ment of a negro and guestioned the con-
stitutional right of the President  ® to
make a recess appointment when no
actual recess had occurred, the Senate
having adjourned one session and be-
gan another at noon the same day. He
introduced at the last session of Con-
gr a resolution on the subject of con-
structional recess, which was referr
to the commiittee on the judiciary. Sena-
tor Platt (Connecticut), chairman of that
committee, said the resolution had been
referred to a sub-commnittee and that he
expected a report would be made later.
