ver Ielano by means of donkey engines 
the work done at North Saanich last 
winter by Mr. Sangster was in very light 
timber and the engine used was quit* 
small, a great deal of interest is there­
fore being taken in the commencement 
of the work by Mr. C. H. Dickie at 
Duncan-s, where successful work was 
done last week. _ , ___

Mr. Dickie has a new outfit, made tor 
him by the Puget Sound Steel and Iron 
Co., at a total cost of about $2,oUU. 
Every thine is ns light os possible con­
sistent with strength in order that 
bridges may be crossed without dan­
ger. For this reason no haul-back at­
tachment is used, it being thought, too, 
that a horse would be quite as conveni­
ent and often more speedy.

The engine has two 9x10 cylinders, 
which, with one hundred pounds of 
steam, will give thirty horse power on 
a straight pull. Then there is an eight 
to one gearing, which of course gives 
nearly eight times the power at the ex­
pense of speed. This machine is bolted 
on to two long runners and through 
these are passed two immense stee 
axles on which small wide steel wheels 
are affixed when it is necessary to 
move. It is thought that this method 
of moving will be much better than on 
the skids, but it has not yet been tested.

The first work was done last week 
land dwned by Mr. David Evans, quite 
near the town of Duncans. The timber 
was mostly cedar which had been log­
ged off or slashed several years ago and 
burnt since. For that reason very lit­
tle powder was used Nor blasting. A 
standing tree was used for a gin pole 
and the whole of the five and half 

hauled to the one pile.
The first piece of work, which was 

largely experimental, was successful 
almost beyond expectation. Although 
all the hands were new to the work and 
many experiments had to be made the 
whole piece of five and a half acres was 
piled in four days. The cost of this to 
Mr. Evans will be about fifteen dollars 
an acre. The work was not done very 
clean but all the big stumps and logs 
were drawn to the pile, it being the wish 
of the owner that small stuff should be 
left for hand and horse power to move.

This week the outfit will be working 
in much heavier stumps on land belong­
ing to Mr. J. Evans, and it is then the 
real test will be made. Mr. Dickie will 
after that be in a position to givç, more 
definite information to those who wish 
clearing done. He thinks he will charge 
twenty dollars a day for the outfit, in­
cluding an engineer and two hook-ten­
ders. By employing these men regular­
ly they will be able to do much better 
work than new hands would. As 
as they get in good running order he 
expects it will be a poor day when they 
will not clear an acre in medium heavy 
stum|s. Powder will have to be used, 
but nothing like as much as when the 
clearing is done by any other method.

There is plènty of work to be done 
all up the valley. Everyone is of the 
opinion that the day of hand stumping 
or horse work is past and they are 
tumbling over each other to get the use 
of the machine. If this proves the suc­
cess that is expected, Mr. Dickie says 
he will get several more—one to go into 
the Ladysmith district. It is not easy 
to calculate just what the rate of de­
velopment will be in the uncleared parts 
of the island when these machines get 
down ;to work. The htump .wilLnolon- 
geur be the “bete noU# of the intending 
settler, and if only the government and.

less than ten thousand dollars in sur­
veys or construction of the railway 
hereby authorized to be -built, before the 
1st day of December, 1908, and in de­
fault of such expenditure the aforesaid 
deposit of money securities shall be 
forfeited to and become the property 
of the government ; and should such se1- 
curity not be deposited as aforesaid, or 
should such expenditure not be made 
within such time, all the rights and priv­
ileges conferred by this Act shall be 
null and void.
