Since the inquest on Thursday last

rell.

A dozen or moré witnesses have
positively identified MacWhetrell as
the man who went along the Lake Shore-
road on Dee. 14, who stopped at | Fitzger-

.nd at Tobin’s in York-street, who

ook the horse and cutter first to the
Armory stables and subsequently to the
milk rapch of George Buchard in Little
York, and who sold the horse to Alexander
Lowry, the Parliament-street butcher.
They all swore that hewore a pea-jacketand
a Persian lamb cap.. Two more witnesses
have been discovered at. Woburn who will
testify that when MacWherreil left Henry
Btableford’s o few days prior to the murder
he wore the identical pea-jacket and Persian
lamb cap of which the other witnesges speak.

MacWherrell was known tobe the possessor
of a heavy frieze overcost, the same that
he is now wearing. It “is arqued by the
defence that Dec. 14 being a very cold day
he would not have walked 15 miles into the
country without 1t and wearing ouly a pea-
jacket. The crown will answer .this by

Such tales never grow old, andy,

in the chain of’ evidence, and should to-
day’s investigations establish the identity
of horse and man the work ot the detectives
is practically completed. MaoWherrell has
<been proven to have been within a few rods
of the Williams’ house at 5 p.m. Thursday.
If he was in ion of the stolen horse
15 miles from the scene of the murder four
or five hours later it will devolve upon him
to give an accounting for this strange fact.

The evidence of Detective Davis, which
will probably be held in reserve
until the assizes, is likely to prove a
bombshell to the defence. According to
the detective MacWherrell admitted after
his arrest that he was along the Lake Shore
and Middle-roads as described by the wit-
nesses; that he called at the Williams’ place
and talked to the old couple in the yard;
that he asked for work and was told that
they did not want & hired man; that he re-
traced his steps, walking to Mimico and
thence taking an_electric car to Scholes’
Hotel; that shortly afterwards two men
drove up with the stolen horse and that he
purchased *‘Coltie” then and not on Fri-
day, as the defence mnow claim, from
the ‘“‘unknown man” tor whom police
magistrates have boeen looking for half a
centary, but whose identity has never yet
been revealed.

PBuchard and Cory Not To Testify,

The inquest will be resumed on Wednes-
day at Cooksville. Very little additional
evidence will be put in. Contrary to the
general impression, neither John Cory, the
hired man; CGeorge Buchard, the Little
York milkman, in whose possession the
atolen rig was left trom the Saturday fol.
lowing the murder until the next Menday,
nor John Walker, alias Kenzie, who was
MacWherreil’s companion in ail his move-
ments subsequent to the tragedy, will be
called upon to testify. Walker will ‘be
placed on trial jointly with MacWherrell
for the murder, and Buchard will have to
answer as an accessory after the fact. Cory’s
evideuce will be heard at the preliminary
examination before the Brampton magis-
trate on Thursday, when he will probably
be released.

The fact that no such name as MacWher-
rell has ever before been heard of has led the
authorities to the conclusion that tvhe man
is pussing under'a false name, and Scotland
Yard has been communicated with with a
view to ascertaining it they can throw any
light on the man’s antecedents.

A LEFT-HANDPED ASSASSIN.

The Only Clue in the 5t. Thomas Murder
Case,

Owing to all his time being engaged in
unraveiling the Middle-road tragedy Detec-
tive Greer has been unable to continue his
lavestigations into the St. Thomas murder
ceze, The staffs of the newspapers of that
city are too busily engaged in criticising the
Toronto dailies for “‘usurping the preroga-
tives of the police” and “posting the mur-
derer by publishing his description and
picture,” that they haven’t timeto assist the
ends of justice by following up clues or
unearthing facts which might lead to the
detection of Roger Allin’s slayer.

Allin, who deserted his wife and went to
Detroit 2ight years before, but had return-
ed fous months before the tragedy, was
tound, it will be reraembered, lying dead on
the sidewalk in Woodward-avenue on the
morning of Thursday, Nov. 30, with his
throat cut, 150 yards away, near the
Woodward-aveuue crossing of the G. T. R.
A great pool of biood, which was sunk into
tho earth three or four inches, was found,
while the water in the cattle guard was also
dyed with blood. The dead man’s walking-
cane jwas found in the ditch, but although
the locality was thoroughly searched no
trace of a razor or other weapon could be
found. Allin’s life was insured for $5000,
of whichsum $3000 was made payable to
his wife, 81000 to his dluqhwr Johannah,
and $1000 to his son Thomas. Three
theories were advanced in explanation of
the tragedy:

1. Buicide;

2. That he was ‘murdered by thieves on
the side of the track where the pool, of
blood was found, and deposited on the side-
walk;

3. That he was murdered in some house
and carried to vhe spot where found, and
that the blood on the ground ulongside the
track and in the cattle-guard was poured
there as a blind by the murderers.

Dr. VanBuskirk,who conducted the post-
mortem, testified at the adjourned inquest
last Thursday night that the man couid not
have committed suicide, as his external
carotid artery was .cut, and his system
entively bled out, and he could not
have covered the distance between where
the blood was found and whero the body
was discovered. .Besides, there was
no blood on the bank or along
the ground the wounded man must have
traversed. Dr. Fulton on the contrary
thought that, while it would be an unusual
case, it was not improbable that Allin com-
mitted suicide and crawled on his hands
and knees to the spot where he was found.

The second theory has few supporters. It
is argued that if robbers had killed the man
they would not have takea the trouble to
carry the body 150 yards, bat would have
thrown it on the track, as trains pass and
re-pass the spot every few minutes. Be-
sides, the blood alongside the track was not
clotted. >

The third hypothesis is the one most
generally accepted and it is the one which
Coroner Gustin is satisfied is the correct one.
He believes that the man neivher committed
suicide nor was murdered in the ditch. He
thinks Allin was murdered in some house,
the body placed where found and the blood
poured ou the ground. If the tragedy had
occurred in the ditch and the blood passed
from hisbody some clots would form. But
if the blood was mixed with water and
poured on the ground it would soak into it,
as found, without clots. :

The jury took this view of the case and
12 of them decided that Allin was mur-
dered. :

Who Was the Murderer?

Not a tittle of evidence was produced at
the inquest, which had been kept open five
weoks, to indicate who the murderer conld
be. The testimony of Dr. VanBuskirk
tended to 'show that the wounds
were inflicted by a left-handed man
Allin was right-handed. The fact that
Roger Dowswell, a nephew of the dead
men, is leit-isnded tended to make him an
object of suspicion in some quarters, but
as he gave a satisfactory account of bis
movrn)(‘mm on the night of the tragedy
and it/Avss proven that he had always been
on good terms with his uncle’and that he
would not profit in any way by his death,
no motiva:could be established.

A Peculiar Dream,

Incidental to the case, s dream which
Johannah Allin, daughter of the dead man
and who'was & beneficiary in $1000 by his
insurance policy, swore that she had prior
to the murder, is of inverest.

On the Tuesday night before the tragedy
she says she dreamt that she saw her father
lying dead in Woodward-avenue with his
throat cat, just as he was found. She
could not teil in what position he was lying,
but thought he had his-hat on. She
dreamt her niece broke the news to her.
As a matter of fact her niece did telephone
to her the fact of her. father being found
dead, and her dream in that particular also
came trua, She did pot see in her dream
anybody with her father, or that she saw

FRANCE WILL MAKE AMENDS.

— .

FOR THE SHOOTING OF BRITISH
TROOPS IN SIERRA LEOND,

It is Admitted hy Oficers on the Spot
_That Tieut, Moritz Blundered--Official
Despatches Uoncerning the Shooting—
Comments of the London and Paris

Newspapers,

Loxpox, Jan. 7.—Col. A. B. Ellis of the
West Indfan regiment has telegraphad to
the Right Hon, H. Campbell-Bannerman,
Secretary of State for War, the despatch
being dated Warina, Dec. 23, as follows: .

*‘Before daybreak this morning our camp
was suddenly attacked by a strong force of
natives, several of whom were armed with
rifles. For 40 minutes there was a hot fire,
The enemy used trees_ for cover. The
killed of the West India regiment are;
Lieut. Liston, Second Lieat. Wrought-
on, Sergt. Carraher and four privates,
The killed of the constabulary were:
Capt. Lendy and two privates. The se-
verely wonnded were Sergt. Field and 14
privates of the regiment and three privates
of the constabulary.

Attacked Under a Full Moon,

“The fire slackening, we advanced and
found seven magazine ritles’ and eight
Chasse-Potts,  Shortly after a wounded
prisoner reported that we had been attack-
ed by Lieut, Moritz of the French army,
32 Senegalese sharpshooters and 1200 Kissi
natives.  The prisoner stated that Lieut.
Moritz had left Farana with this forco
against the Sofas at the end of September
and had- arrived Dec. 21 at Tenbi-
kundu, 50 miles northeast of Warina,
Lieut. Moritz, hearing that there was war
in the Connohdistrict, believed it was being
carried on by the Sofas under Porokerri, a
Sofa chief, who was trying to escape trom
the British troops and’join the Sultan Sam-
undu, Lieut. Moritz left on the morning
of Dec. 21 and halted on Dec. 22 fifteen
miles northeast of our camp. He left this
point at midnight under a f»ll moon and
attacked us, believing us to be Solas,

The French Had Been Notifled,

“1 wrote to Lieut. Moritz explaining the
situation. A letter had been previonsly
sent on Dec. 13 to the commanding French
officer at Kissi, in Sanhara, giving notice of
the approach of the British.

“At 11 o'clock Lieut. Moritz was found
severely wounded. Despite all medical
attendance he died at noon. Before his
death he said that natives had told him we
were Sofas and that he had no idea we’
were British, Lieftt. Moritz and ten Sene-
galese who had been killed in the fighting
were buried with military honors. Capt.
Lendy and two constables were shot by
their own men. :

Fronch Relations Undisturbed,

“‘Another letter has been sent to the
French Commander at Kissi, informing
him of the ocgurrence and assuring him
that the friendly relations existing will not
be disturbed owing to Lieut. Moritz's mis-
take.

““Warina is within our own sphere, in
which is the source of the Babbes River,
which flows eastward.”

The British Government has ordered that
a stringeut enquiry be meade into the affair.

A Cabinet ' council will be convened on
Tuesday to consider the reports of the battle
of Warina.

THE MISTAKE NOT WILFUL.

London Journals Look Very Charitably oo
Lieut. Moritz's Criminal Bluander.

Loxpox, Jan. 7.—The Evening Standard,
Conservative, says: ““It would be monstrous
and absurd to suppose that the French offi-
cers wilfully ordered their men to fire on
the British flag. The disaster was caused,
indirectly, by French encroachments. They
pushed and harassed the Sofas to such a
degree that the latter raided into British
territory.”

Under the caption “For Want of a
Buffer” The St. James’ Gazette, Conserva-
tive, says: ‘“The French are singularly ill-
adapted to the role of comfortable neigh-
bors, We do not find German mizens
prowling about in our preserves. It
would appear prudent to keep something
always between ourselves and 'our thin-
skinned and restless neighbors.”

The Westminster Gazette (Liberal) says :
“Althongh the ways of certain French
officers in West Africa are past finding out,
we decline to believe that there was intent
in this case. If a French officer acted in
such criminal fashion he surely will not get
any support on the Quai d’Orsay.”

The Globe (Conservative) says in a leader

on the fight at Warina: “How did the
French happen vo follow the Sofas into the
British Hinterland? Doubtless our neigh-
bors are as anxious as ourselves to sifv the
matter to the very bottom, and will make
all podgible reparation if malicious intent be
rovedN’
The Pall Mall Gazette (Conservative)
says: ‘‘Happily there is no reason to antici-
pate serious difficulties with France, Next
to the deplorabie loss of life the most la-
mentable feature of such .blunders is that
they produce local feelings which it requires
years Lo remove.”

France Will Make Reparation,

Paris, Jan, 6.—At a ministerial council
to-day a despatch was read from the Gover-
nor ot Senegal confirming the reports of an
engagement between French and British
forces near Warina, The Governor said the
French commander thought the British
were enemies,

It is understood that if the English ver-
sion of the affair is true Frange will not
contest.the making of ample reparation. It
is not ensily explained why the French
torce was in territory that is indisputably
British. Negotiations concerning the fron-
tier between the French and British posses-
gions in that part of Africa are now pend-
ing. o

France Puts the Blame on Er;gland.

Panis, Jan, 6. —The Journal Des De-
bats says it declines vo believe that the
French were responsible for the Warina
affair. It complains that the French were
never officially notified of the departure of
the British force into the interior.

La Liberte says it has reason to believe
that the British were wholly blameable.
The Temps expresses the opinion that the
affair was indubitably the result of a
misunderstanding.

One section of the Paris press adopts &
distinctly Chauvinist tone with reference
to the Warina conflict, questioning the
veracity of the British accounts and glori-
fying Lieut. Moritz as the victim of British
perfidy.

Sierra lLeone is a district of Waestern
Africa, on the coast of BSenegambia, com-
prising 25,000 square miles, The attack took
place in the district whose possession is still a
matter of dispute between France and Eug-
land. Some time ago Captain Lendy was
supposed to be hemmed in by natives near
Koranko, and a detachmenv of the West
India Regiment was seut to hisaid. Then a
large force from the same regiment was
despatched after the first. It is not known
whether both forces were with him at the
time of the French attack.

Captein Lendy left Liverpool in Novem-
ber 9802, The French some time since took
possession of the town of Hera Makonah, in
the interior. This town was claimed by the
English, snd Captain Lendy was dispatched .

with a small police foroce to relieve the
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British garrison at Taluta, in the same dis-

trict, All reports of his progress since he

set out have been more or less conluylctory.
Object of the Expedition,

The main British expedition sent to Kor-
anko was commanded by Lieut.-Col. Ellis
and consisted of 120 frontler police and 438
Wess Indians, It was sent n*nlnn the
marauding Sofas, who bhave long been
troublesome, (ireat Britain had informed
France of the object and scope of the ex-
pedition, knowing that Freuch troops were
also punishiog the Sofas, under Abmay
Samadoo. Those at Koranko had fled from
the French, Great Britain was not aware
that the French were far enough south to
come in contact with the British troops,

The French troops consisted principally
of Senegal negroes, offizered by Frenchmen,

OBCIL, RHODES PLAIN SPEEOM,

«If the Crown Does Not Recognize its
Duties The Colonies May Deal
Elsewhere.”

CapETowN, Jan. 7.—A court of enquiry
has been held at Buluwayo to ascertain the
reasgons for the failure of Major Forbes and
his column to capture King Lobengula.
The evidence showed that the whole column
escaped disaster only by the merest
chance.

Dr. Jameson, administrator fg#the South
African Chartered Company, sght a despatch
from Buluwayo on Dec, 3¥ saying that
another large patrol was proceeding in the
direction ~taken by Captain Wilson
after he was repulsed by the Mala-
beles on the Shangai River, A puble
banquet was given by the Mayor and
citizens of Capetown this evening to
Premier Cecil Rhodes who had just re-
turned from the scene of the Matabele
campaign., The Premier defended the course
ot the Chartered Company in the Matabele
campaign and said: “I am not . opposed to
the crown if the crown recognizes its duties
to the colonies, If those dutiesare not re-
cognized the colonies may deal elsewhere.
The day is coming when the whole system
will be assimilated with that of Cape
Colony and the neighboring states in one
united policy.”

BEHRING SEA MODUS VIVENDL

England and Russia Agree to An Ex-
tension for One Year,

OrTAWA, Jan, 7.—A despatch has been
received by the Governor-General - stating
that the Imperial Government has entered
into an agreement with the Russian Gov-
ernment for the extension for one year of
the modus vivendi with respect to
Behring = Sea seal fisheries, the under-
standing being that the same arrange-
tment will be made for the exclusion
of United States sealers from Russian
waters, 'This was expected and Sir
Charles Hibbert Tupper ecaused Britich
Columbia sealers to be notified some time
ago that if they went into Russian waters
they did so at their own risk.

WAY LOSE HIS SITOATION.

HOW OPIUM SMUGGLER KENNEDY
SUCCE s DED 80 WELL,

His Operationd Rendered Fossible Owing
to the Negligence of One of she United
States Inspectors as the Union Station,
Toronto—The Charge of Collusion Not
Oredited,

The arrest] at Detroitj of W. D, Ken-
nedy of 30 McCaul-street, Toronto, the al-
leged opium smuggler, may result in the
decapitation of United States Customs In-
spector Morse of this city.

There arrival from Niagara Falls BSatur-
day a tall, dark gentleman with a black
mustache, who is known -as Mr. White-
head. Hoe is' the inspector of customs of
districts five and six, and his duty is to
inquire into all irregularities. e came
here to find out how it was uhat Messrs.
Woodbury and Morse bonded the trunk of
W. D. Kennedy.

The manifeést issned upon the baggage
shipped in bond on Grand Trunk train No. 1
on the night of Jan. 2 shows that 12 pack-
ages were put in the bonded compartment
at Toronto that night. Among the lot
were seven trunks, Oae of them was
checked to Mt. Clemens, and the number
of the check was R 62306. This was the
trunk containing the opium and the dupli-
cate was given to Donald Kennedy. As it
was in the bonded comparument, of course
the Port Huron officers had nothing to do
with it, as everything in that compartment
is vouched for by other inspectors. The
manifest shows that the trunk containing the
opium was examined by one Morse, and at-
tached to the manifest is the certifizate of
the United States Inspector. It reads as
follows:

I certify that the within manifest contains

a just and true account of all personal
baggage placed under cord and seal in car

Jﬂa\‘inz Toronto at the time stated; that the

tranks and packages enumeratad within have
been carefully examined, passed and laden
under my personal supervision, and that
there are no dutiable goods of any kind
therein,
(Signed), Wirriam H. WOODEURY,

+ U. 8, Inspector of Customs.
To Collector at Port Huron, Mich,
Smuggled Under the Government’s Protec-

tion,

“There is the leak that has bafiled our
inspectors so long,” said Agent Crites
triuomphantly, “‘Mr. Kennedy has been
bringing opium into this country in bonded
compartments under the seal and protection
of the very (Government that is being de-
frauded. It’s all nonzense to suppose that
the vpinm was overlooked, it was absolutely
impossible. (There was no falso bottom in
the trunk at > ail. It was nearly
filled with opium, and a few old clothes
were placed on top to prevent the cans from
tumbling about. Nobody knows to what
an extent this traffic and fraud have been
carried on. This will cause a great turning
over in the office at Toronto. The dis-
covery will fasten the job all the more
securely upon Kennedy, for not only the
check found wrpon the trunk when he was
arrested will be produced and identified by
the baggagemen, but also the check and
duplicate given in Toronto. The smuggler
is undoubtedly in a bad boat, and the
United States attorney feels sure he will be
convicted.,”

Inspector Woodbnry, when seen at his
house last night, said that the charge made
in the despatch that the irregularity oc-
curred at Toronto is quite true. The
smuggling has been going on for a long
time, and although it was inown that such
work was being carried on, it has been im,
possible until a short time ago to locate the
official who was in fault,

United States Government Detective
Carter has been in town for about six
months investigating the affair, and has at
last succeeded in placing the blame on U.S.
Customs Inspector Morse, who inspects all
baggage and goods on the G.T.R. side,

Mr., Woodbury attributes Morse’s irre-
qularity to negligence only. He says that
Morse is a good-natured, easy-going fellow,
who will do & great deal to oblige a friend,
and he has evidently been imposed upon by
Kennedy, who isnot thought very much of
by the other officers.

Mr. Woodbury is the officer in charge
at Toronto, and does not do much examin-
ing himself, but when he does he never ex-
amines onthe G. T. R., confining himself
to the C. P, R. goods. The officer ex-’
amining always initials the manifest, and
the officer in charge gives a certificate that
the goods are correct, This cortificate is
often signed before the goods are examin-
ed, so that Mr, Woodbury claims he is
exonerated from all blame in the matter,

Of
course there are a score or more shops which
never transact a balf piat or glass trade, but
many of them do,

“It is also a fact that many bolders of
tavern licenses make no pretence of affording
accommodation for tra velers and do not
supply a single meal the whole license year.

“The temperance people pu endeavor-
ing to have these places wiped out if pos-
sible, and the couucil and License Commis-
sioners will be asked to assist them in doing

“I understand a petition will be placed in
circulation by the temperance people in a
day or two for signature, asking that the
licenses be cut down one-half.”

KING OF THL GATINEAU DEAD.

Alonzo Wright, Ex-M.P® for Ottaws
County, Expires Somewhat Suddenly,

OrrawaA, Jan, 7.—Mr, Alonzo Wright,
ex-M.P, for Ottawa County, died some-
what suddenly at his residence, Ironsides,
at 5 o’clock this morning of  inflammation
of the lungs, Mr, Wright had been in poor
health jfor some time ast, but was
much better and was in Ottawa last
Wednesday, when he caught a heavy cold,
which settled on hislungs and ended fatally

Alonzo Wright was born at Hull, £.Q.,
Feb. 26, 1823, He was a son of Lieut.-Col.
Tiberius Wright and grandson of Philemon
Wright, the fqunder of Hull. He received
his education at Potsdam Academy, N.Y.
From 188% to Confederation he represented
Ottawa County in the Canadian Assembly.
In 1867 he was returned by acclamation,
and was re-glected at the general elections
in 1874, 1878, 1882 and 1887, In 1891 be
declined re-election. He was a man ot
splendid business abilities, owned a superb
furm and took a lively interest in agricul-
ture. In political questions he always
took a keen interest, but the rt he
played .in public was never that of
a narrow partyist, although he was
one of the staunchest Conservatives in the
Dominion, He was a generous, judicial
and popular publicist, unobtrusive but un-
doubtedly one of the ablest members ever
returned to Ottawa. He was offered by
Sir John Macdonald some years ago the
Lieutenant-Governorship of Quebec, but
declined. His logs will be deeply felt by
the older members - of Parliament of both
gides of the Heouse, ‘whom he was accustom-
ed to entertain at Ironsides during each
session with princely hospitality.

The angry husband jumped up
and still holding the child in his arm be rush-
ed towards her. She was unable to escupe from
the door and was driven to the wall bebind
the stove, Brookmeyers began pounding
her, and either in his excitement he threw
the child over or it fell over the man’s
shoulder, The baby in falling struck a
saucepan of bofling water and emptied the
contents of the vessel on the right side of its
face und right arm,

1The injuries were disastrous. The right
ear was practically cooked and the right eye
destroyed, The saucepan cut a large, clear
merk on the forebead.
