Lawrence Canals was thrown  away
unless all the canals were deepened to
a uniform depth. He pointed out that
at present the only purpose the deep-
ening of the Sault Canal served was!
to increase the facilities of heavy-ladexyI
vessels in carrying trade from- the!
west to the seaboard by way of the
Erie Canal' If the St. Lawrence River
Canals were deepened, he maintained,
a large proportion of this traffic would
g0 by way of Lake Champlain and the
Richelieu River route, Then, again, if
these canals were deepened, the larger
lake vessels which have now to lay up
in the winter months would be en- |
abled to engage in the ocean coasting |
trade. If the deepening of the canals |
was completed under an international
arrangement, in the case of trouble it
would be in the interests of both coun-
tries to prevent their destruction.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell pointed out that
the decrease in registered tonnage was
an evidence of a decrease in trade.
There was, as a matter of fact, an enor-
mous increase in the carrying trade,
and the decrease in tonnage was due
* to the substitution of iron and steel
vessels for the old wooden vessels. Then,
the large ocean vessels of “the Allan |
Line, which were formerly registered |
in Canada, are now registered in Eng-
land. It was the intention of the Gov-
ernment to co-operate with the Govern-
ment of the United States in the mat-
ter of investigating the inland water-
ways of the country, with a view to
discovering the best methods of in-
creasing the facilities for the carrying
of western grain. The Government en-
gineer would be appointed, together
with a third independent engilneer, to
meet those appointed By the United
States The Government engineer would
only e paid their expenses, and the third
engineer would not receive any regularp
salary.

Senator Power: 1Is that courteous
to the United States?

8Sir Mackenzie Bowell : I don’t see
any discourtesy, We are not bound to
appoint independent engineers, and our
Government engineers are quite as able
as any that will be appointed by the
United States. The motion was with-
drawn at the request of the speaker,
Fishery Licenses in Rainy River District.

An order-in-council has been passed
opening up for commercial fishing the
lakes in Rainy River and Thunder Bay
fishery districts. . The Minister may
grant, upon application, to every bona
fide fisherman who is a British sub-
jeet, and to every actual resident who
is a British subject, one license to use
gill-nets for fishing in the waters and
within the limits and during the period
prescribed in such license, the gill-nets
to have meshes measuring not less than
five iriches, extension measure, and not
to exceed 2000 yards in length. The fee
on each license to be $10. No one shall
tfish within one-eighth of a mile of any
rapid’s mouth or source of rivers. The
use of seines, pound-nets, trap-nets,
pike-nets, bag-nets, scoop-nets and
-spears is forbidden, but the special
license may be issued to Indians or In-
dian bands, permitting them to catch
and kill fish in the manner specified in
tuch license, for the sole purpose of
providing themselves or their -bands
with food.

Sunday Observance.

Editor World: Would you kind-
ly permit a few words on  the Sun-
day question from the standpoint of the
Gospel. We are well aware that the
view which we take will be strenuously
opposed by ministers. We sincerely be-
lieve that the view of the subject which
we herewith® advance is the only ‘con-
sietent view that can be taken, and
the only view that is in harmony with
the principles of the' Gospel. .Our view
is that the observance of the Sabbath
i8 nothing more nor less than a form of
religious worship, and as suck, should zo
more be regulated by civic law than
should any other form of religious
worship. The Sabbath is a holy
day, not a cfvil day. ‘¥t 18 'n
sacred day, not a seccular day.
When  religious people allow them-
selves to be  dsturbed by civil
things which do not disturb the people;
it looks very much as though there was
something radically wrong with their re-
ligion. And when a minister invokes
the power of law to secure Sabbath ob-
servance, he ceases to/be a minister of
the Gospel and becomes|a mimnister of the
law, The Gospel persuades. The law
compels, The Gospel makes men re-
ligious. The law makes men good
citizens. Sabbath-breaking is irreligi-
ous, not a crime against the law.

The Sabbath is whelly a religious in-
stitution. It is not a mongrel, partly
civil and partly religious, as the preach-
ers try to make out. It is .entirely
religious from whatever point it is view-
ed. The Sabbath is required to be kept
in the fourth commandment, because of
the creation of the heavens and the
earth in six days and the Creator’s rest
on the seventh; a wholly religious rea-
son. The first day of the week is kept
because Christ rose from the dead on
that day; a rellgious reason entirely,
A civil Sabbath is an absurdity. So
those who would like to have the street
cars run on the Sabbath stultify them-
sélves when they ask for any kind of
Sabbath observance by law. The only
consistent position which can be taken
8 the Gospel one, that the state should
have nothing to do with Sabbath legis-
lation. Just so long as the state does
interefere in this religious form of wor-
ship, there will be endiess quibblings
on kttle technicalities which ought to

that his conclusions would be found to
be quite in harmony with the truths
of revealed religion. Agassiz was near-
ly canonized for declaring that men
were the children of God, and not the |
children of apes, and we could men-
tion instances where professors only
kept their chairs by following the ex-
ample of Gallileo.”

Her Rented Pew.

In a large church in this city, which
is always over-crowded with worship-
pers, there are some pew-holders who
more frequently imvite strangers out of
their pews than in them. Last Sunday
morning a week ago the wife of a civil
service commissioner attended this
church, and the usher sezted her in a
vacant pew, well toward the front.
Just before the organist played the
opening hymn there was a rustling of
silks and a jingling of jet beads in the
aisle, and a lady appeared besidd the
pew.
