G. Bookhout, wite of the editor of
Sanitary and Heating Engineering, and
a4 son, Herbert, manager of the Salt
Like City office of the Carnegie Steel
Company. :

Mr, Fryer was a widely known heat-
ifig enginéer. - In the late seventies and
early eighties he was-in business as a
heating contractor, with an office on
Dundas street, this city, and operating
under the firm name of Richard Patton
and later as Fryer & McClennan.

The deceased lost five members of his
immediate family in the Victoria dis-
aster in 1881. His wife and he wére on
the upper deck when the vessel tu:rned
over and were saved.
