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“My chief desire is to see the children 

Attending Public schools receive a better 
education in Biblical subjects, and a good 
grounding tn the principles of morality." 
—Dr. 8eath.

Dr. Seath, superintendent of education 
tor Ontario, declared himself very em­
phatically in favor of a Public school ed­
ucation which would not be merely intel­
lectual. He deplored the present serious 
lack of religious and moral training in 
primary school and viewed it in the liçht 
of a danger to a democratic community. 
He has no censure for anyone. The pre­
sent system was apparently at fault, but 
in a proposal he intends to lay before the 
Government at an «arly date, Dr. Seath 
outlines a system whereby courses in the 
Bible and in morality could be given in 
the Public schools.
f "If my scheme meets with the approv­
al of the Government," said Dr. Seath, 
"the proposed additions to the present 
curriculum will come into force when the 
schools re-open next September."

Briefly, Dr. Seath's scheme provides 
for instruction in Bible knowledge and 
systematic training in morality. The 
present attitude of the Department of 
Education towards these subjects is 
shown by the regulations which provide 
.that, at the option of school boards, a 
.clergyman of any denomination, shall 
have the right to give religious instruc­
tion to the pupils of his own church at 
)east once a week after school in the aft­
ernoon. Such instruction may include 
denominational doctrines. The reading 
of the Bible at the opening of school is 
also prescribed, but it is left optional with 
the boards to require such reading at the 
close, the repeating of the Ten Com­
mandments and the memorization of pas­
sages from the Bible. At present, in the 
courses of study, provision is made for 
incidental instruction in manners and 
morals.

"In this, as in other matters, in which 
educationists are interested,” went on 
Dr. Seath, "I sent my proposals to those 
likely to be.most interested in the teach­
ing of religion in the schools. I was at 
yesterday's meeting for a time, but left 
before the scheme was endorsed. Had 
the churches not received my scheme 
with favor, I should have dropped it. 
There would have been nothing else to 
do. After approval of the scheme by 
duly credited representatives of the dif­
ferent denominations, the latter will be 
asked to submit a course of study for the 
Minister’s consideration. The first ex­
amination would be held in 1915 on a 
cyie year’s course and thereafter on a 
two year’s course. The examination 
jjaper might be prepared by an educa- 
cationist appointed by the Minister, but 
before final approval, it should be sub­
mitted for criticism to a committee repre­
senting the churches and especially ap­
pointed or selected for the purpose."

No instruction in these subjects is to 
be given cither during or after school 
hours. Instruction must be given in the 
homes of the parents, and particularly in 
Sunday Schools ; and the clergy coner- 
ned might also, for part of the year, ut­
ilize the time available after the close of 
school with more success than hitherto, 
because the examination would prove a 
strong incentive for the pupils to attend. 
Dr. Seath declares it to be his belief that 
the subject would be taken bv a very 
large proportion of those who* write at 
the entrance examinations each year. 
No particular version of the Bible could 
be prescribed. The candidate would use 
that recognized by his church. So far 
as the introduction in morality is con­
cerned Dr. Seath regards it as best when 
indirect as he proposes to deal with the 
matter in a systematic and interesting 
manner by means of the fairy tale, the 
myth, the parable, the allegory, the leg­
end, stories of real life, of heroes and 
heroines, and biographical and historical 
incidents, the pupil being led by the 
teacher, to appreciate the moral in each 
case.
