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—In spite of her protests Spain has con-
sented to hand over the Philippines, Porto
Rico and Guam to the United States for the
consideration of $20,000,000. ln peace ne-
gotiations, as in the’lale war, Spain has
proved an adept at-bluster and bluoff, but
faint-hearted withal. Spain had fair grounds
for objecting to the United States taking
forcible possession of the Philippines since
the fall of Manila took place after the sign-
ing of the peace protocol, and it is jevi-
dent this objection was regarded as fairly
taken by the United States governmeat,
hence the offer of purchase. ' The acquisi-
tion of these islands was necessary to com-
plete the overthrow of Spanish colonial des-
potism, and if the Uniled States purchase
money had been refused, then undoubtedly
they would have been forcibly seized. Por-
to Rico and Guam constitute a valuable war
indemnity, and the Philippiens would prob-
ably have been cheap at twice the sum paid
for them, so the United States has secured
a goodly share of victor’s spoils from a war
prosecuted for humanity’s sake. The meas-
ure of her triumph is however, while wounds
are fresh, encompassed with sorrow for her
own brave soldiers, who perished by the
sword or from disease resultant upon the
‘campaign. s
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~—The vexed French.shore question in
“Newfoundland is now receiving that atten-
tion from the Imperial government that it
has long merited. The Colonial Secretary,
Mr. Chamberlain, has announced his deter-
mination of settling the matter, and this
stand is taken as a result of the recent in-
vestigation of the situation by Admiral
Erskine and Sir John Bramston. French
fishermen have for years encroached on the
rights of the islanders, along two hundred
miles of sea coast, in glaring violation of any
treaty rights they may possess. Newfound-
land has made several appeals to the Imper-
fal government for protection from these de-
predations, and of late years a British war
ship has patrolled the waters to prevent any
flagrant abuse of privileges by the French-
men. This action on the part of the British
government abated the trouble but did not
remove the grievance, and further appeals
have resulted in awakening the Imperial
government to the necessity for arranging
a final settlement of the affair. 1t consti
tutes another count in the case of Britain
vs. France, and there is every probability

that vhe point will be closely scrutinized.

—The British army sergeant, immortal-
ized by Kipling for his great work in build-
ing up the native army of Egypt, ie now
making history in the far east. Britich offi-
cers are drilling Chinese regiments, and it
requires no great stretch of the imagina-
tion to look forward to a day when the
army of China will no longer be the weak
and useless institution that it now is, but a
mighty force to conserve the independence
of the nation and protect the interests of its
“British servants, who, servants in name
only, with a velvet glove on a hand of iron,
will really direct the destinies of that vast
empire. Let "‘ommy Atkins once aseume
the direction o' Chinese military affairs, and
the history of his work in Egypt and Iodia
will be repeated. Such work is.infinitely
more to the credit of British arms than vie-
tory on the battle field; it is calculated to
make men out of the millions of oppreesed
‘and broken-spirited heathen, and to raise
the nation to a condition of dignity and in-

dependence.

Poor Prospects for International Peace.

Berlin, November 24. —On account of the
limited capacity of Russian naval shipyards,
the Ruseian government has made overtures
to Germany for the construction of a number
of large warehips in Stettin. Germany,
however, had to decline, as the Germean
shipyards are overwhelmed with orders, the
filling of which will occupy several years.
"Rassia has also been informed that the small
capacity of the French shipyards renders the
building of Russian warships there impossi-
ble for the present. Since the Russian gov-
ernment will make no contracts with British
firms, negotiations are in progress with the
Krapp and Vulcan firms for the construction
of new shipyards in Russia and for the em-
ployment of German engineers and workmen
until such time as Russia is able to educate
her own ship builders. The offers to the
Kropp and Vulcan firms are exceedingly ad-
vantageous, Russia promising to assume all
risks and even guaranteeing a remunerative
profit. The Berlin newspapers, commenting
on these facts, call this feverish wartial
activity on the part of Russia an interesting
satire on the czar’s appeal for international
diearmament and universal peace,

French Shore Question,

St. John’s Nfld., Nov. 25.—-The Colonial
Ministry yesterday received by the English
mail despatches from Mr. Joseph Chember-
1ain, secretary of state for the colonies, inti-
mating that he had been furnished with the
preliminary report of the Royal Commiss-
ioners who recently returned from the colony,
where they had been investigating the
French Shore question.

Mr. Chamberlain stated that the condition
of affairs represented by the commissioners
was intolerable, and that he was preparing
to open negotiations with France for a set-
tlement of the question so as to enable the
colony to pursue its industries unhampered
by the restrictions created by the existence
of more or less substantial French rights.

Mr. Chamberlain bespoke the cordinl co
operation of the colonial ministry and legis-
lature in any arrangement arrived at, prom-
ising to expedite the negotiations as muchat
possible.

o ———
Canadian Hay in Great Britain,

Ottawa, Nov. 26.—Replying to inquiries
from the Maritime Provinces relative to the
market in Great Britain for hay, the Cana
dian High Commissioner’s cffice, in London
has sent reports to the Department cf Trade
and Commerce which igdicate that in Liver-
pool at present there is a large quantity of
©anadian hay, meeting with a slow sale at
about $12.15 per ton of 2,240 pounds. This
is said to be owing to the abundant hay crop
in England. It is anticipated that the de-
mand will increase as the season advances.
The present price in Glasgow is given by a
leading firm at §14 60, but they express
doubts as to whether hay grown in the
Maritime Provinces would be of equal qual-
ity with that grown in the west.

Open Door in China.

Shanghai, Nov. 25.—Lord Charles Beres-
ford, who is here in the interests of the Brit-
fsh Associated Chambers of Commerce, in a
speech before the China Association, urged
Great Britain to make a commercial alliazce
with the United States, Germany and Japan
for the preservation of China and the pro-
tection of the ““open door,” which Great
Britain’s policy of drift has allowed to be
shut by the recognition of foreign interfer-
ence in purely commercial enterprise. Com-
merce, he said, could not rest on a secure
basis while the dominant military position
of Russia and the efTete condition of the Chi-
nese Government were allowed to continue.

The New Postage Stamp.}

Ottawa, Nov. 25.—The Postmaster Gener-
al has decided upon the design of the stamp
which is to be used in the inauguration of
‘penny postage between Canada and Great
Britain, It will be of about the size of the
jubilee 8'amp of last year, the color not be-
ing yet finally fixed. The main feature of
" the.pew stamp is to be a map of the world
diatin rvishing in red the several parts of the
British Empire. At the top is ‘Canada
Postage,” beneath this is a crown, oak and
muaplé leaves. Beneath the mapare “* Christ-
spas, 1898” and the words, “We hold a
yoaster ompire thap has been,”
