The Government Immigration Office is
now open at 46 Bedford Row, Halifax;
where the duties according to the sub-
joined Act of last Session of the Housc of
Assembly will be attended to and car-
ried on.

Persons wishing to engage mechanics
ov labourers can cull and enter their names
and addresses.

Immigrants arriving, or who have re<
cently arrived, and requiring aid or infor-
mation from the Agent, can obtain the
same, in so far as lies in his power, by
application at the office.

An Act
10 PROVIDE FOR THE DISTRIBU.
1'ION AND SETTLEMENT OF IN-
DUSTRIOUS IMMIGRANTS.

——

{Passcd theé 20th day of April, A. B 1800.)

Be it enacted by the Gavernor, Council,
and 2Assembly, as follows :

1. On the passage of this Act it shall

be lawful for the Governor to appoint an

Immigrant Agent, with a salary not to’

exceed cight hundred dollars, who shall
have power and whose duties shall be to
correspend with the Sceretary of the
Board of Land and Emigration in London,
and with the agents appointed by that
Board, with theofficers of any associations,
or with public spirited persons desirous
of promoting emigration for the Colonies;
and to furnish from time to time such

einformation as may be useful, to enable
them to send out emigrants for whom there
is likely to be suitable cmployment in this
Province.

To open a book in which persons wish-
ing to engage mechanics, laborers and
apprentices, can enfer their names ond
addresses.

To correspond with County ofticers, and
keep a registry of the distribution of
inaigrants sent into the interior.

2o act as the guardian of orphan chil-
dren, to bind them as apprentices, and to
protzet themin case of necessitys

‘T'o render accounts quarterly to the
Financial Secrctary, and to make an an-
nual report of his proceedings for the
information of the Govermnent and the
Legislature.

To act under such instructicas as may
be issued by the Governor in Council from
time to time.

2. The Governor in Courcil may
authorize the Immigrant Agent to draw
from the Treasury such sums as may be
necessary to temporarily provide for and
distribute such Iimmigrants as may be sent
into this Province ; but no part of the
monies so to be drawn shall be disbursed
on account of pacsages to or from this
country.
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3. Wherever there are tracts of land
svitable for scttlement it shall Le lawjul
for the Commissioner of Crown Lands,
when «o instructed by the Governor in
Council, to lay them off in-one hundred
acre lots, with convenicnt roads tunhing
through them, and to place them at the
disposal of the Immigrant Agent for ac-
tual settlement.

4. \Whenever such lands are required,
cither by inhabitanta of the Province or
by industrious Immigrants coming into it
for actual scttlement, surveys shall be
made, and the applicants put in posscs-
sion and allowed o dredit of three years
for the purchase money, which shall be
expended in opening such roads as may
be requived for the formation and im.
provement of the settlement, and upon
payment grants shall issue.  Oct. 8. 6i.
