Tho cablo roports inform us that
war has actually brokun out botween
Chuua and Japan, though, ns we
might expeot of these strange coun-
tries, no declaration of war had beer
made, oven after tha lighting had
begun. The Japaneso, who had ul-
ready been entrenched in Scoul, mado
tho Corcan King o prisonor, just ns
Cortez did 1 Mexico 300 yeara ago.
Two or threo petty naval engagements
have been fought, with tho success
altogether in favor of Japan,

It 18 generally conceded tnat Japan
bus aocted throughout the difficulty in
etrict accordance with tho treaty made
between the two countries in 1876,
The Japanese were quite justified in
throwing troops into the Hermit
Kingdom for the protest:ca of their
citizens against the rebels. Russia is
suspeoted of nfluencing the Chineso
to advance troops into the country, as
any disturbance of affairs in the kast
must bo for tho benefit of Russian
interests. Tho King of Corea, who
Wwas pruue movor 1o tho assassination
of Kim ok-Kim, naturally favors the
Chineso, who a:ded lus plans. The
Japaneae get credit for not undertaking
the war as a war of conquest, but
simply to preserve Corea as a buffer
state against the advance of Russia
and China.

How the war wili end is of cuurso a
matter of doubt. The Chinese have
tho advantage of overwhelming num-
bers, but thwir truups are poorly drilled
and equipped, whilo the intelligent
Japs Lave a fine urodern navy, and an
army of 100,000 men properly equip-
ped and possessing the bravery and
esprat de corps so necessary for military
success. The sympathy of Amernica
naturally turns toward the Japanese
as against the despised Chineso, but
the Island Kingdom woill bave mach
difficulty in holding her own on land
against the innumerable hordes which

Ohina can sacrifice for the attainment
of victory.

The labor war of the Westorn Stutes
has lost 1its fearful interest in the
musty terms of the law courts. Pres-
ident Debs and other officers of the A.
R.T. are on trial for disobeying the
injunction of the courts againat carry
ing on tho strike. The issue of the
case is of great interest o all labor
men in the United States, and the
various orgenizations aro supplying
fands to test the legality of the injunc-
tion, if necessary, in the highest
courts of the country. Mr. Debs has
been promised a nomination for Con-
gress, the labor man being evidently
dotermined o bring the case to the
court of last resort—tho ballot.box,

Theo deadlock on the tariff bill in
the U. 8. Uongress has developed now
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and striking points of interest. Senn
tor Qorman, of Maryland, who had
managed the Wilson Bill in the
Senato, took umbrago at the letter of
the President to Mr. Wilson, and in a
very dramatioc manner called on sena
tor after scnator to state that Mr.
Cleveland and Sooretary Carlislo had
given thuir consent to the duties
imposed on iron and coal. IHe de.
fended the duty on coal, assertiug that
tho provisions of the original bill an
this point would thro— the full control
of the coal trade in new Bngland into
tho hauds of tho Canadian Pacifio
Railway, which he stigmutized as a
foroign monopoly.

‘Then was seen tho strange spectacle
of Senator Hill, Mr. Cleveland’s bit-
terest political opponent, riging in the
Sonate and defending, in a brilliant
speock, tho action and motives of the
President. His peroration was a fine
piece of satire.

Having thus characterized tho aonatora
amid great laughter, Mr. Hilladded : ** Weo
all remember the cabal which atruck down
Casar, and when on yesterday theso scn.
ators sought to strike down our President
they made the mistako that had been mado
before. Not that thoy loved Cresar less,
but that they loved Rome nmiore ; not that
thoy loved tho President loss, but that thoy
loved the Scoate compromiss more.” Then
pnuciu? for a moment, Mr. Hill closed with
sarcastio deliveration ;  But I can say with
Antony, * they aro all honorable mean.*™

The Anarchist Bill has passed tho
French Chawber by a vote of 298 to
163, aud tho Senate gave a much
larger mujonity. The opposition given
to it waa rather by speeches than
ballots, as tho Socialists could get
few of the mewmbers oppused tu it.
Tho new law is most thorough in
dealing with thie anarchists. A prn-
vate lefter, a word of advice urging
the destruction of law, life or pruperty
is to b2 stringently punished. Anat-
chistsare to be denied right of trial by
Jury, and are instead to be brought
before tho Correctional Tribunal for
secret trial. The press is espesially
gagged. It is forbidden to print
anarckist specches and sayings, and
reports of the trial of theso men aro
to bo confined to the indictment and
sentence.

It was found necossary to take these
trials from the the hands of juries on
account of the fear of anarchist out-
rage which wounld influcnce jurymen,
as in the trial of Ravachol. As for

secreny of trial, it is said that the
defence which Vaillant mado for hig
act lias dono more to propagate an
archy than a hundred speeches could
do. Mounier, who was recontly sen-
tenced to imprisonment for life for
throwing + bomb in the Cafe Very,
shouted * Vive 1' Anarchie* when
sontence was pronouuced. Tho trial
of Santo Caserio, the murdurer of
Carnot, will uot- bo made public. This
is o wisy provision, though aome
nuwapapers mako wild atiacks on it as
restricting tho ** liberty of the press.”
