IDOLATROUS- FESTIVALS IN SOUTH
INDIA,
From the Rev, M. W, For’s Journal in' lhe
Church Missionary Records

Cullapilly~1 am now ‘out on"my - first
excursion to the villages; since my roturn’to
Tndis, T have commenced by coming hither
to'the great annial bathing-lestival, which
Qeeurs on ¢ Tivaoratei,” or © the Siva-night.?
Cullapilly is u considerable village, about
twelte miles due south of Masulipatam, on
the ntost nestherly branch of the river Keish-
na, and-coutaing "o considerably pagoda de-
voted 10 Siva,” under his ecommon ame of
Nagasvara Swamy, or the Lord of snakes,
Liis curious that the bathing o’ the river
Krishina, a pessonification of Vishnoo, should
be held in connexion with, and in honour of,
tievival god,  Itis a festival of three dayy
continuance, the main features of which are
the religious bathing of thousands in the
tiver, aud thelr repattiag to the temple of
Siva to make their obeisance and offerings o
the ulol, .

Vet my house at four o'clock in the
morning, aud proceeded thiough the entire
length of the native town on to the open
countey beyond-it. When the sun rese, |
bad sbifl three or four miles of my journey
befure me,

were streaming in from all directions along

the main path, aund for the last tsvo miles |
was continually passing a string of people
Trudging to the festival, the majority on foot,
aud a few jo common ballock carts. There
were ol and youny, the tottering and bent
fizure of the old woman, and little children
taddlicy alongside Weir parents, or carried
ou their sides ¢ there was about an equal
number of men and women, but nearly all
were of a poor and shabby appearance,

On reaching Cullapilly [ found the pa-
goda very pretifly situated on the side of 2
tank full of water~lilies, both red and white,
and the whole place alive with the visitors
fo the festival. .

After giving directions about the pitching
of my teat abivut a quarter of o wile from the
pugada,l rode toward the river, which is about
half a mile from the village.  There was o
selid stream of people the whole distance,
@ fesw returning from the water-side, bat the
majority on their way thither 5 and already
I eould hear the vonr of the voices of the
multitude engaged i their ablntions, and the
occasional sereechings and drummings of
music.  As we drew neor to the river we

the “road*leading to the ‘temple was'lined
with " temporary booths for the sulo of toys;
bangles, ornamicnts, or simple articles of lood,
The booths . reminded e, .as indeed "did.
much of the scene beside, of the. outskirts of
an Bnglish race-course. ‘ i

T was glad to take rest, and get my break:
fastin my tent.  liwas not long” before all
the’ neighbourhood way covered with groups
of peaple cooking their food, catingityor Iy-
ing down to steep after it : for, of tho 6000
or 7000 strangers, who have, come for this,
occasion, none seem to have any place to
ledge in: the open fichl s their purlour and
their bedroom.  The eontinunl nuise of their
talking, and the uncensing hatnmering of the
drums at the poagada, have been far from
agreeable ull day. Lo

Maxoaracuerry,—1 hada pleasant ride
hither on thealternaon of the 27th, arriving
at the close of the first duy of the great
aonual festival.  Mangalagherry is o stall,
Lut, for fndia, o well-builttown : it probu-
bly containg 3000 or 4000 people, There
is o farge templey with o handsome goparum
(tower aver the gateway) about 120 ur 150
teet high;  and just beyond it rises the
hilly to the height of 600 or 700 fvet.

"The festival consisted in nothing more
than certain pightly processions.  On the
night ot the 28th, the Lord's=day, an in.
decent representation of cne of the scenes
of Krishoa's hfe took place in the public
street, by means ef finures alout two jeet
high.  The next wight was the marriage:
this consisted of a procession of an image
of the god, so wrapped up in swaddling
clothes that ] could make out nothing of its
shape, seated upon tie tolds of an enorniotis
cobrade capetla, and overshudowed by it
ottspread huod. - Along with this image-—
and, like ity borse alolt on inew's shoulders
—was asmeil shrine contaiting two brass
idols, which represenied the two wives of
the god.  The provcessivn moved slowly
aboat the tews, pausing every now and
then, while music was played before the
idols, rockets wore fet off, guas fired, and
a firework or two burned.. The great day
was Tuesday @ but nethiog else took place
Levond the deagging about a great car, in
which was seated a litthe idel.

The erowd was enormous: on Suaday
the town was erammed; but on Monday

highce bank were coliected the crowds of
visitors ; some sitting, some standing idle,
some engaged in preparing their food, but
the majurity in changing their wet cloties,
or rubhing the colonred powders on their
forcheads, or preparing their diminutive
amount of alms: inthe river itself stood hun-
dreds in the act of bathing, The process
appearcd 1o he generally of this kind—The
party, sfter scrombling dawn the steep and
slippery bank, proceeded into the water till it
reached a little above the knees, of course
without removing any pact of their dress,
Some friend then commenced (he cere-
mony by pouring a number of potluls of the
waler over the head and back : then there
was the raising of a little of the water to the
momth in the twohands and drinking it
then the throwing two orthree handfuls of
the water upward, by way of Jibation ; then
sonie over. the head backward ; and then
plunging the whole body several times in
the water, Men and women were ming-
led together promiscuously, - The noise of
50 many voices was sufficiently great to ren-
der conversation of acarcely any use; so that
I was a silent observer of many hundreds
going through a ceremony which all believe
dequires for them a great amount of religious
merit, und which many believe removes
theirsin.
