AN ELOQUENT SERMON.

Yesterday, the feast and fifth centenary of
St. Catherine ot Sienus, was celebrated with
the usual solomnity in the Church of St. Sa.
viour, Lowsr Domivick Street, & solemn Tri.
dum preparatory to the feast having been
obgerved during the week. Tle announce-
ment that that distinguished member of the
order and prince of lrish preachers, Father
Thomas Burke, O, P., whose eloquent tongune
has been so long ailent in consequence of his
severo and protracted 1llness, was to preach
the sermon on the occasion, had the effect, as
might have been oxpected, o1 filling the church
to overflowing with a congregation largely
represeniative of the wealth and the intelli-
gence ot the City of Dublin. We are happy
to say that the great Dominican, of whose un-
rivaled genius and power as a pulpit orator
his fellow conatrymen at bome and sbroad
gre 8o justly proud, ia almost himeelf again.
He looks as strong and as capable ot unlimit.
«d endurance ag ever. His fine manly volice,
with its rich and racy Connaught brogue, is
every whit as powerful and flexible as ever,
bis tall, muscular figure every whit as com-
manding, and his incomparable style of de-
livery as forcible and impressive. High
Mass, as on the previous days duriag the Tri-
doum, was commenced at eleven o’clock, ac.
companied by sacred muslc appropriate to
the occasion, and at its conclusion

Father Burke, wearing the habit of his
order, which asems rather to increase his
stalwart proportions, entered the pulpit and
prozonnced an eloguent and interesting
penegyric oun the life and labors and super-
human achievements of that

REMAREABLE WOMAN OF GOD,

St. Catherine of Sieuna. who hasalways been
regarded as one of the especial glories of the
Dominican Order. He epoke with the earnest-
ness and the ardor of a devoted son, and in
glowing and apimated Ianguage set forth as
in a plcture the aunsterites and mortification
of her early life, the strugglea and trials
throngh which she had to pass, and finally the
trinmphant is+ug which crowned her superna.
tural efforts. Among the many blessings and
favors of Almighty God to his saints were
thoen that their memory should ba remem.
bered, that their rame should never be forgot-
ten, that their glory should never perish on
thie earth, To attain this wae the highest
ambition of man in this world. How few
there were who attained to this was attested
by the fact that the highest and the greatest
names in history, even for six thousaund years
of the world’s bistory, were easily counted.
To live not merely as a remembrance, but as
a living body ; to live not only as a memory,
but in the hearts ot the people, this highest
immortality was reserved for the saints of
God. Thelr name and their glory and their
glorious deeds never pale; their name shall
© live for generations and generations. They

fled from thenotice of men; they tried to rid
- themselves from the gaze of the world ; they
kept the secret of their ganctity and their
grace most jealously. They seemed in no
wanner to court or countenance the notice of
men, much less their admiration.

THEY PLED FROM THE WORLD.

The things that men sought they gave up and
renonnced. The things that gave pleasure
to the children of their age gave them but
padn; and yet, strange to say, this very
modeaty and retirement of disposition wronght
the most wonderful influence upon the world,
purified society, and conferred the most last~
ing blessings upon all men. Dying, the
saints left behind them an immortal name,
They gained immortality by dying daily;
they lived in fame because they fled from
fame. How strange a way to achieve undying
immortality ! A thoroughly singular example
of this they had to consider that day. On
the 39th of April, 1380, five hundred years
ago to a day, Catherine of Sienna died at
Rome. Sho was a.purely illiterato woman,
without' any phase of remarkable beauty,
with scarcely any perceptible eclement ot
merely human power or accomplishment, and:
only enriched with the grace and the glory
which Christ himself had given her; and yet
to.day, after five hundred years had elapsed,
her name was in thé minds and on the lips of
hundreds of millions of the faithful - of the
Catholic Church... Loving ‘hearta by -the
thousand contemplated her; curious and
pious minds. examided her life that. they

might conform -their own lives to that bigh'
Staudard. -We would find it our advantage to'
atudy somewhat a life which was enriched by-

8o much glory ; but we could not enter into
~the life nor ‘appreciate the character of this
wonderful ZSaintly, woman unless we contem-
plate the circimstances. of the age in which
she lived.

that was not stained with blood. But in ad-
dition to all theee evils that sprang from the
perrexsity and wickeduess of man, Heaven
was angry. A terrible famine came upon
the land, and was succeeded by plague and
pestilence which carried off the people in
thonsands. But there was another evil, which
was counted by many the greatest of all. The
Pope was no looger in Rome. Forty years
before the papal see bad been removed from
the Elernal City, and for seventy years the
Pope was exiled in Avignon, until at last
Catherine of Sienna bronght him back in
triumph. The distinguished preacher tnld
the entire story of St. Catherine’s eventfal
life from the day on which, when six years ot
age, by a perpetual vow she consecrated her
virginity to God ; described the domestic per-
secutiona to which she was subjected, her
spiritual triale, her miraculous conversions,
her public preaching among the rebellious
people of Florence aud neighboring cities, the
grand success ot her divinely-directed mission,
and her happy death. Ho referred, in con-
clusion, to the glorious title of Protectress of
the Holy Bes, conierred upon her by the il-
lustrfous Pontiff, Pius IX.; alluded to the
present occupation of the Eternal City by
bungry wretches and usurpers, who cursed
the hour that they had left Floreace; and
expressed hia confident beliof that the day
would come—not, perhaps, in our generation
—when perhaps another Catherine of Sienna
would arlse, bring back the Pope to his
throne in the Vatican, and bring Rome to her
kuees.

IRELAND, CANADA AND THE UNITED
STATES.

[New York Sun.)

Through the action of the Amateur Rifle
Club of this city another very interesting
event is likely to be added to the attractions
which the current season offers to American
rifiemen. The Executive Committee of the
C.ub yesterday resolved to tssue a challenge
to the Victoria Rifle Club of Ontario to shoot
a long range match at Creedmoor during the
coming fall. It will be remembered that in
1877 a team representing the Amateur Club
visited Capada and won a match there by a
score of 1,082 out of a possible 1,350 points,
their adversaries scoring 1,066, The contest
now in contemplation is to be in retnrn of
that one, and it will be maintained by teams
of six men on each side. The distances are
#5 be 800, 900 and 1,000 yards, 15 rcunds at
distancs, under the usual rules. The event
promises to be a most interesting oue, aud it
is almost certsin that the Canadians will ac-
cept the invitation to participate. The com-
mittea aleo accepted the invitation of the
New Jersey Rifle Association to shoot their
extreme range matches on their range at
Brinton, N .J., and appointed Thursday, June
10, as the date of the tirst competition. This
match is shot at 1,000, to 1,100 and 1,200
yards.

be is competent to take hie reat.

LAXND IN IRELAND.

Mr, James Dalfv, in & lotter to the Dublin
Freeman, glves the tollowing interesting
figures velating to & matter of vital interest to
Irvland. He says that the official returns of
the exportation of cattle and sheep from lre-
land for the past five yeais show that about
£11,000,000 is the annual value of the exports.
Of these £11,000,000, £7,000,000, he esti-
mated, go into the pockets of the landlords
and £4,000,000 into those of the graziers.
There are, on the other hand; abbat 12,000,000
acresof land given over to the ralsing of this
stock, and £1 peraunum per acre would be
more, therefore, than & fairrevenue to assigo
tothe pasture land of the country as the pro-
duct of its fertility. He,contends, if all this
land were to be laid down uader tillage,
it would yield from £8 to £12 per acre at the
present market prices of wheat, barley and
oats, The produce of the country would
thus bave a money valuaten times as great
ag that which it now fetchea, At present
thers are about 3,500,000 acres, roundly
speaking, under tillage, while there are about
5.(;00,000 under bog snd mearsh and moun-
tain.

LORD O'HAGAN,
LORD CHANCELLOR OF ENGLAND.

Lord O'Hagan has been appointed Lord
Chancellor of Ireland, and the appointment is
ane which will be received with satisfacticn,
although the time has passed when legal ap-
pointmeuts could evoke the opposition or the
enthusiasm which in other days they called
forth. !is advancement is another evidenee
that the New Government will have none of
the bitter Frotestantism of its predecessor.
It ls impossible with a minister in power
who has already chosen Cathelics to rule over
India, to control the hoysehold ot the sove-
reign, and to preside over the Irish bench,
As a lawyer, Lord O'Hagan has suffered most
anjustly from the attackd of the brilliant but
malignant man who once sat by his side in
the Irish Court of Appeal, and it is onty fair
to the new Irish Lord Chancellor to say, that
during the six years for which he hias been an
active member of the highest court of the
realm, his judgments were received with great
respect by the eminent men who practieed
before him. As a politician, Lord O'Hagan
shared jn the unpopularity and the errors ot
the closing period of the late Government,
but the impartial bistorian will record that
he shared alao in bringing about the measures
which established religious equality in Ire-
land, protected the voter from intimidation,
and made the firat, though short and halting
step towards the settlement of the land ques—
tiop, while he was bimaelf the author of tho
act which purified the administration of jus-
tice by forever putting ap, end to the infamous
injustice of jary-packing. It ig well known
that upon the great subject which now ocecu-
ples the attention of the people of 1reland to
the exclusion of all other topics, Lord
O'Hagan eutertains liberal and enlightened
views, If in season and out of season he
will press those views upon his colleagues,
with the result of procuring the introduction
of a good Land Bill at the earliest possible
moment, he will do a great service at once to
his sovereign, to his Government, to his own
country, and to his own reputation. The
consideration of the condition ofthe magis-
terinl bench is anather mdtter which deserves
the early attention of the new lord chancellor,
The Irish attorney-genpralship has also-been
filled up by the appointment of Mr. Hugh
Law, Q.C., M.P, who held the post In the
lagt Gladstone administration. - It was sup-
posed that Mr. Law's long and distinguished
party services would have béen rewarded by
immediate advancement to the bench ; but it
is now known that the (fovernment are very
anxious to retain his services in the House,
and for an obvious reason. It is considered
on all bands that the Gavernment must in-
troduce a Land Bill, and they are anxious
that a man of Mr, Law's grsat ability and
experlence should asaist them in preparing
and introducing it. We bélisve that it was
Mr. Law who framed the Lund Act, and if
that measure ontirely fell short of the just de-
mands of the people. it was not through any
fault of the draughtsman; but through the
timidity of the statesman’ who prescribed the
limits on which it was to be constructed, and
through tMe manner in which it-was subee-
quently mangled aud emasculated in Parlia.

self-government for their native land.”

A reviewer in Naiure calls attention to one
of the greatest novelties in the construction
of the permanent way for street railroads.
Glass sleepers introduced by Mr. Lindsay
Buckill and Mr, W. Siemens of Dresden,
have been tried with such satisfaction that it
iz now proposed to make broad, longitudinal
sleepers of glass, having a groove in the
upper surface, and, 80’ combining in them-
selves the function of both sleepers and rails,
do away with the necessity for separate iron
rails, with their fastenings, joints, and other
complications. Ina paper by Dr. Schoot, &
foll abstract of which is printed in the recently
published ¢ Transactions of the Institution of
Civil Eagineers,” England, it is shown that
by properly tempering glass with ofl this very
brittle substance can be made, mass for
wass, stronger than steel, and praotically
unbreakable.” . Now, if all this is borne out
fn extensive practical tests, the manufac-
ture of glass.for railroad and other purposes
will soon reach dimenslons which will be

startling,
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Great Britain.

Mr. Bret Harte sald at the Hoyal Academy
dinner that he presumed he was selected to
reply to the toast of » Lilerature” a3 a native
of a country which reads more English books
and paye lvas for them than any other nation.
“l ize,” he added, * your approciation
of what is sald 1o be the distinctive American
literature—a literature which laughs with the
Awmerican skien, and ia by terns as surpricing
and as extravagant as the American weather.
Indeed, 1 am not cerialn that these cyclones
of American humour that cross the Atlantic
are not as providential! as the American
storma that mitigate the austere monotory of
the Eoglish climate. For {: has been
settled by your reviewers that American
literature ia American humour, and that
this American bumoar js a kind of laughable
impropriety, more or less scantily clothed in
words. It has been settled (hat you are a
sober poople, and that nobody in Americs
taker life seriously—not even a highway-
man—and that our literature i5 a reflection
of our life. But I think that a majority of
thir Academny are kind enongh to recognize
some principles of art underlying this
characteriatic.”

At Linconin’s Iun, before Lords Justices
James, Baggaliay, and Bromwell, judgment
was given in re the Causdian Land and
Colonlzing Cuompany. An appral for an
order of the Master of the Lulls directing
two gentlemen who had acted as directors of
thin Company, without the necessary qualifi-
cation of holding 100 shares, to pay towards
tho assets of the Company the anm of £500
each, buing £5 a share in respect of the 100
shares which, according to the articles of as-
soclation, ttey ware bound to hold as a quall-
cation for the oftice ot director. It appeared
in the list of the directors in the prospectus,
which was privately circulated, wero the
namea of the appellants, Messrs. Dixon and
Coventry, who had not buen registered as
sharshulders, and who had not paid anything
in respect of any shares. They had attended
ono or two mectings of the foard, and then
censedd 10 act.  The question, in eflect, was
whether these gentlemen had been guiity ot
any misfearance ro as to render themselves
liablo under section 1685 of the Company's
Act, 1862, The Master of the Rolls (who
had refuved a previoue spplication to place
Dixon aud Coventry on the list of contribu-
torler) considered that they had beon guilty
of n misfeasance within the me-ning of tho
aboro section, and that they must pay by way
of compensation £500 cach, belug the value
of thu shares which they would have held if
they bad bien duly qualified. The appeal
wae allowed.

The Fall Mall Gazette has discovered that
one after another England's colonisa are fnd-
ding out that the constitutions with which
they have been endowed work much the re-
vorse of smootbly. The dead-locks which are
constantly occurring are sometimes absurdly
trifling in tl eir origin, but they not unfre-
quently produce grave eflects. It seems ridi-
culous, of courre, that one Chamber, which
contains much the #ame rort of members na
another, without special dignity or exception-
al qualifications in the wny of wealth or
ability, should be regarded as bent upon
playing the part of an oligarchy, and tumming
the democracy topsey-turvey just to see how
it would look. But that Is the sort of tone
adopted at present whenever a hitch takes
place betwoon the Upper and l.ower Houses
of Legialature in our colonies. It pleases the
people who are tho freest on the face of the
earth to be told they are slaves to a time-serv-
ing Council ; and in onecase at least popular
feeling has run so high that not only the
Ministers, but the representative of the Queen
bimself, was awept away by it, and together
sauctioned some verv improper acts. Fven
at this moment the Council and the Assem-
bly are again at varlance in two colonies;
there Is bitter dirpute still raging on a con-
stitutional question in a third ; and the whole
Constitution itself is about to undergo modi-
ficatlon n a fourth. That is surely enough
at ono time. It remains for a Liberal Minia-
ter, who cannot with the same point as a Oon-
servative be accnsed of undue sympathles
with mere property-holders, to lend his ‘aid
in the settlement of these prickly questions.
There is a growing inclination to appeal . to
the Home authorities for counsel and assist-
ance in such matters. Tho old jealousy of
the Celonial Office has to a great extent died
down, and it is now understood that advice
given is directed only towards ome cad—to
the improvement of the government of the
cclopy which applies forit.

Beaconsfield having, metaphorically, crawl-
od out from under the barn where he was re-
cently driven, is beginning to crow again.

He might as well drap his humbug. All his
exuberant verbosity can never zgain ine-
briate the British people, nor can all his Im-

perialistic flummery stop the march of deme-
cracy in England. The present leaders of
both parties are old men, and the Liburals
posaess the future. The coming men ore de-
cidedly radical. Imperislism is dead.—.
