CABLE TELFGRAMS.

Specially reporied for and taken from TEE
MoxTRrar DaiLy Posrt.)

Loxnon, Sept. 4.—Six Englishmen, who will
sail for Zauozibar next Wednesday, will probably
be the tiret to meet Stanley, if he is alive, ot
the firs’. to send autheatic information 1f he is
dend. Nuws of the despatch of thie expedition
hag been kept a profound secret here, and is
not known us yet to more than a dozen people
besides the men who are going. Bub the con-
tracts are signed, and nearly eight hundred
hired natives are waiting for the party at Zan-
zibar. It ie in charge of Lieut. Swsine, an
English army officer, withmany veurs’ experience
in the Indian survey service. Before Lt, Weisman
get3 ready to sbart from Germany, or other ex-
plorers wha talk of going to Africa to lock for
Stanley get their plans formed, thesa men will
be on the easb coast of Africa, within abous six
hundred milea of Stnnley’s objsutive point and
right in the veighborhrod where ha will reach
the east coast, if ha renches it at all.  This new
expedition ia made such & mystery of by those
gentleinen who originated it that i ia impassible
to learn exactly what its mission is. But
thrgs fucts wure given me by one of the
party. Some timo bef re Stanley started
on the Emin Pachia ielief expedition, the
Sultan  of Zwnzibar granted an imuwense
piecs of barritory on the esst coast cf Africa to
an Engliah corporation. This grant covers over
fiftv millions of acres, bounded bv Germau pos-
gersions on the south uear the River Rovuma
and by the Wands on the north, The western
limit 18 not tixed, but it extends at least to Lake
Victoria, where supplies are waiting Stanley,
The grant includes Port Mombassa, one of the
bert harbors un the east coast and the easjest
point for Stunley to reach when travelling to
the east coast after reaching Emin Pacha, Mr.
McKinnon, the president, and ons of the rich-
est men in Eogland, has supplied a large
portion of tha funda fortthe Emin Yacha expedi-
tion, Since Stanley left Epgland Mr. McKmnon
and frierds have been busy getting a Royal
charter far the grant, It will be issued them
next Wednerdny, when the news will be official-
Iy gozetted here and become public yroperty,
but not before Lieut, Swaine and his party will
be well out to ren mnd other expeditions fore-
gtalled, It will be at least two montbs before
sny other expedition now talked of can get
started.

Loxpoyw, September 5.—The ventilation of
the Ivish question has had ona unquestionahle
effech. It hss eent n considerable nnmber of in-
telligent and obervant Epglishmen to Ireland
to study thing< themselves, With a gond many
of these pilgrims have chanced to come into
contact and I am surry tosay that, with few ex-
ceptions, the view they bring back is one of
utter and hopaless despair.  They maintain
that Ireland is verily sick unto death, that she
has beor 5o [ong shamefully and brutally mis-
nged, an wheliy and cruelly nepglected and
brought low down, so completely drained
of blood aad strength and recuperative
pnwer that never can she recover, They declare
they a~w in Iteland nothing in repatr ex-
cepb thn roads, more roofless gables than
rooferdfhouses, half ruined towns, surrounded by
wholly roined suburbs, shipless harbors flanked
by crumbiizg stones and empty and dilapidated
warehoures, the fairs apd markets badly at-
tended, the sheep and cattla of an inferior
quality and a poor qoantity of bay, Tha very
soil of the country is apent and exhausted.
“ Home Runle or no Home Rule,” says one
teaveller, ' Ireland is done for, It would take
o huudred yeara to pick her up.”

The Daily News, referring to evictions in
Ireland, says:-The evictions which are mow
cauring 8¢ nwch misery and are belng carried
out with so much violence and expense, could
not, we qnite admit, be stopped by tha
executive, ‘The Mianisters, as such, neither
have, nor ought to bave, the right of interfering
with thn ordmary process of the law, but in
their nigher aitribute of legislators, in whose
handz lies the imtiation of almost all reform,
Saliebury and his colleagnes are directly charge-
able with unroofing the peasante’ houses, and
the ejectment of overburdened tenanta for mot
paying impossible rents, The arreara clause of
the Land Act of 1887, such as was persistently
urged by the united opposition, wonld have
averted tha painful ecandal,

ORISPI'S WANT OF TAOT.

The European prospect was decidedly war-
like a few weeks ago to those bebind the acenes,
but peace now appears to be assured, at least
for the next threeor four years, While the
paperas wers abeorbed in speculating upon the
resulls of the German Emperor's visib to Rusaia,
they entirely forgot Rome, which has really
been the pnlitical centre of late, and the game
which was there beingplayed was quite over-
locked. Prince Bismarck had undoubtedly
hintcd 6o Crispi that Italy would do well to
preesutly querrel with France, and supposing
war broke out batween the two countries, Ger-
moany’s opportunity would have arrived. Crispi
hos displayed an smazing want of tack and has
muddled matters in playiog his cards far boo
fasy and in altogether 80 .clumay a maopner as to
reveal the objecs of his game t0 all Europe, I
hear from a reliable oorrelgondent in Germany
that Prince Bismarck; much exasperated ab the
etupidity of the Xtalisn Premier, who has been
sharply snubbed by the Chancellor, is now more
thun ever aunoyed that the Emperor should
have ineisted upon mekiog an expedition to
Rome this antumn, :

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THE DEATH OF AN 1DOL,

CAREKR OF HER WIIO, AS GODDESS OF REASON,
PROFANED NOTRE DAME.,

Few, evon of those who are most familiar
with the history of the French Revolution,
aro aware tant ons of the most frightful pro-
duote of that perlod of blasphemy and deli-
rium lived until a recent date. A womnn,
who, though sho had no moral influenco npon
the terrible upheaval of coclety that took
pluce in France townrds the end of tho last
century, sud was, In faot, a mere cipher an
regards its canae, atill was the chief actor In
one of the moet appalling scenes of that
ghastly dramo, lived to sce tha Revalatlon
finally subdued, to bahold tho rise and fall of
Napolvon L, the reatoration of the- Bourbons
and the new expulsion, the ostabli¥ament of
the monarchy of July and its collapse, the
ophemeral Republic of 1845 and its death at
the bunde of the Prince Presldent, and only
sugcumbed to the fate of all mankind
when the ““nephew of my uncle” had heen for
twelve years reated on the throne of France,
Oar historical readers will impatiently ex-
claim, ‘‘To the point! Who laehe? Char-
lotte Corday back from the dead, or an al-
leged wife of Talleyrand, or Madame de
Stael, o1 the devil?’ Listen, then. You
have all road deacriptions of the worship of
Reazon. The gentlemsn who conduated the
great French Revolution did not take kindly
to dry metaphyalcal abstractione, and so they
presented Reaeon for the worship of the peo-
ple, in a form that all, even the most obtuse,
could understand and appreclato the khint
which such nn idol conveyed. Litorally upon
the high altar of Notre Dame, the great
cathedral of Parle, a beautiful opera singer,
twenty yeara of age, was placed. This
woman, whoee reputation was infamous even
in thot evil day, was Inceneed and adored by
the mayor and oounoll of Parls, by members
of the national government, men whom oxcess
of Impiety had rendered maniacs. What
an awlul scone ! Un the very epot whero lor
so many centarles tho all holy viztim had
beapoflered to the Eternal Futher, from which
the Sacrament of His Lovoe had blessed the
assembled faithiul, now stoed impnrity per-
sonitied. The abomination of denclation aé
fength stood in the holy place.
