ORANGE INCORPORATION.

Senator O’Donghoe’s Protest.

THE TRUTH BRAVELY SPOKFN.

( Official Report, }

Hon. Mr, O'DoxorOE—Before this Bill is
voted on I bave & few words to say. I agree
with the Iast speaker that it shounld never have
come before the Parliament of Canada, The
Orapge Bociety has heen refused cfficial recog-
pition in the old lsnd, where its history was
known; ite processions were suppressed, and
the body itself had to be dissolved. After one
bundred years of its bistory it caused those
authorities to ¢ fech those changen, and I regret
te find shat it is carried to_this new counmtry,
where it was not meeded. If in the old land,
where the great majority of tbe country in
which it had i.s birth were of one faith, and
the Protestsnta only s amall mivority, theie
war any causs for u feud or for the existence cf
asecred society to defend themeeives againsb
the large majority, surely that doea not obtain
in Oanads. Isthere any use for » secret political
gociety in Canada?

Now,that is the queetion that should be calmly
coneidered by this House, at any rate. If there
is a function that this Houee has .n_lore.t-hau an-
other, ibis tn protect the miporities in every
part of the Dominion, The Urange association
is & secret politicsl eociety thaw brought no
credit to the land in which it lived for oearly
one bundred yesrs, aud why should it be im-
ported into this new land, where therels noth-
iog to bs complained of, whers thers ia
governmenb by the people for the people; where
thera is a free press ; whers there in a free
peopls ?  Burely the great object of
its  existencs, to support  Protestant-
jsm, does not exiat here? There is
no danger that where there ia over tbe
whole ominion ooly one-third of the
population Catholic that they are going to sub-
verb Protestantism. Protestanta disdain to bs
considered @8 allied with this organization.
Protestantiem would not bear 0 hear that they
peeded it in this lsnd, Who then wanteit?
There i8 no need cf it. Not for the protection
of Protestsntism eurely ? What, then, is its
object ? Ita object lu purely palitical. Itisa

litiosl organizavion. This Bill would not be

ete to-dsy but that it ia a political orgaumiza-
tion, nor would it bave ever come here for its
recond reading had it not been fora political
g mbination,  That is what it means—~10
more, no less, Ie it wise to foster, to recog-
nize mecres political combinations in thie
free land of ocursa? Does it increase or im-
prove a neighborhood?  Dees ib improve
social intercovrse ? In times of peace is it like-
ly to prezerve the peace ! s it safe in times of
difficulty to have secret palivical accietier in our
army ot in our camp ! The investigation refer:
red to by the last speaker,in Kogland, dirclosed
the fact that bhirby-mx lodges were found in the
army under the Duke of Comberland, and it
was found that this very loyal body—becaute
they possessed, sccording to one side of their
shields, all the loyalty that is to be found in the
world—was orgsnised within the army for the
pwipoee, as the report énd history aseerd, of
preventiug the succeasion of ther present Most
Gravious bsjesty. 'They were a conspiracy 1o
the army for the purpose of securing to their
Grond Dester, the Duke of Cumberland, the
position which Her Majeaty holds to.day, And
they are the loyalists of Cavada ;they would
subvert the constitution and destroy the succes-
sion for the purpose rof putting theirGrand Mas-
ter on vhe Tarona. They ave 8o loyal that they
Jave loyalty planted in tront of everything that
they introduece, but their acta speak another
langusge. They are doubte-faced, and they are
double-tongued, They bave two tobgues and
two faces, and these are always working. Now,
I will ssk the Housa to allow me upon that
point to read from Edinburgh Revicw sn
article founded upon the report which has just
been referred to : . .

“Qne of the raddestt and most discouraging
features in the condition of Ireland is the in-
tenseness with which paesy #pirit rages there,
snd the extent to which it perverts the minds
of men of all ranks, and blinds them bo their

lainest dutiss, We had indulged the hope that
Snnue riots had become a matter of history ;
but the eanguinary events of Dolly’s Brae have

dispelled this  illusion, and attracted
public attention ¢o the eaddest of
all  taska—the Government of people

who boast of their loyalty as @nn excnde
for lawlessners, and while clamorous for the
r'ghts of free men, can only be restrained by
foros from engaging in civil war, Qur readers
arv aware that the 12th of last July was cele-
brated in the North of Irelsund by the Oravge
party ; that in tha County of Uown the march
of a proceasion was followed by rioting aud the
loez of aeveral lives, and that, after a formal en-
qairy into the circumstances by Mr. Berwick,
on the part of the Government, Lord Roden,
Mr, W. Beers, and hia brother, Mr. ¥, O. Beers,
were dismissed from the commission of peacs,
io oonaequencs of the share they had taken in
there transactions.

% Nothing could be more praiseworthy than
the published rules of the Orange sosiety, They
preecribed loyslty as the point of honor,
obedience to the law as the firat duty; they
prohibit the admission of anyone oapable
of upbraidiog another on acoount of his religi-
oun opinions, and they inculoated pesce and
grod will. Butnever did any society exhibit
auch a glaring inconsistenoy, rasher such a
potitive contradiotion between . ite professed
principles and its actual practice, The faote
which came out before the committee surprised
all parties,” none more, we believe, than the
Grand Master bimself. 1t appeared that the
Orange oath of allegiance had once been
awowedly - ‘conditional;’ and that the same
epirit remained, although the words bad been
obangad ; thab, contrary to law, warrants had
been issued o military bodies ; that the inad-
vertence of the Grand Master had been taken
advantage of, snd his confidence sbused by the
officers of the inatitution ; that the practice of
the #ociety waa to rasort to every contrivanoe—
by songs, ' spasches, party tfines, processions,
emblems and mottoss—to inault, to domineer
over, b0 offend and Irritate their Roman
Oatholio neighbors ; and the result of it
workin wamnm ‘outrages, murders, housts
wrecked, ¢flllages destroyed, riots without
number, law perverbed, justice denied, and
thednmmonw of the riu‘pnﬁu wrought up to
madness, :

Orangs riots in the five years preceding the for-
wwal dissolution of the soviety in 1836, At Oros-
ear, in 1830, in the QCounty of Down, a formid-
able armed procession, axhibiting warranta from
the Duke of Cumberland, openly resisted the
police, and obly retreated before an overpower-
ing military foree. At Dungaunon, in Tyrone,
they overawed the magistratea, and by fores
compelled them to disobey the oxders of the
Government, At Tanderaghea there were riots
and murders, At Maghers, in Londonderry,
11e Roman Oatholio party.having dispersed, the
Orangemen broke their promise to the magis-
trates, evaded the traops, and rushed upon the
villege of Drumard, There they fired upon the
peraantry, who fled, and continued tu wreck
und burn the houses, until at length the mili-
tary re-appeared, and drove them back at the
point of cheir baycner. Mr. Huater,the magia-
trate, in his report to the Government,
says: ‘Anythiug so disrraceful te. the
charactsr of men and of Protestants—s0 savags,
g0 lawlens, and #0 upoalled for—oannot be far-
gotten ; the whole was done with such deliber-
ation, and in open defiance of the law.' In
Armagh, and this instance shall conclude our
list for 1830—some Orangemsn passing in pro-
cossion throngh the Roman Catholic village of
Moaghery, snd playing the Protestsnt Boys,
were buaten, and their drams broken. Two
days afterwsrds the Orangemen attacked Ma-
ghery, There was no opposition— the inhabi-
tants fled for their lives; an old man wan
beaten—a widow, within eignt daya of her con-
fiment, was wounded with » bayoret, and
knocked déwn—her son, a half-witted lad, was
fired at—another wcman und ber infant

wera  beaten and knocked down—and
twenty-eight houses wrecked and burned,
and every particle of property pii-

laped and destroye1. The sequel is charac-
teristic of the’state of aaciety there. The Roman
Cathelios wha broke the drums were convicted,
and eentenced to thiree monthy’ jmorisonment ;
but, thouch the wrecking of Maghery trok
placein open day, in the presencs of Colr nel
Verner himeelf, theugh the rioters’ names wera
known aud their idensity sawern to, oS one of
them received a punishment whatever.

¢ There horrible events startled even Colonsl
Verner and his brodther Orapgemen, and the ad-
vice they then gave derives additional weight
from additionsl occurrences. They earnestly
recomwnend the abnodonment of all party pro-
cessiope, and ‘trusted that no permope of re-
apectnbilivy would ba found en regardless of
consequences a8 to incur the heavy reeponsi-
bility of countenancing the celebration cf sny
day, in a manner calculated o give cffence to
any pereon whatever.” But having thus dia-
charged their consciences, they continued tao
seuppert and stimulate Oravge processions by
every means in their power.

¢t In 1831, at Tully Orier, in tte Couaty of
Down, an old woman was shot i her house,and
four men were pursued by the Orange party,
fired npon, and driven into the river, where
they were drowned, In 1832, usder the
impending Party Processions Act, the Orange
laaders exerbed themeelves, and with consider-
able succese, to prevent the unsual prooessions.
But at Dungannon their advice waas not follow-
ed, and riots took place: Iu 1833 thers wce
great rioting io Lurgan, Tanderoghes {where
at Lord Manderviila's gate, a mrgistrate wes
burned in effigy, in the prceence of Dasn
Ourter), L:sughall, Ballybagan and Cootehill,
In 1834 aimilar acenes were enacted at Belfsst,
Kilrag, and vther places ; but we have no room
for an account of apy except thay at Avnahagh,
pear Armagh. A Protestant snd his daughter
bad there bedn baaten by the Roman Catholicy,
1n reveoge for which the Orsngernen turned cut
armed with the yeomauory firg-lccks ; they
attacked Agnahagh, and buraed and wrecked
nine honses, when they were stopred aad
driven off by the police and military. It ia
almosy superflucus to record that for beatine
this man and his davghter four Roman Catko-
lics were transported—but for burniog nine
houses not a single Orangeman was puniehed in
apy way. ‘There is & melancholy similarivy in
the details of the occurence, proving that they
did not srrise from accidental or different
oauses, but were the certain result of a systemn,
sccording to which the Orange processions wers
arranged on recurring anuiversaries. in the way
calculated to produce the utmost excitement
and irntabion.

“Tawae very extraordinary to ses men af
education, principle, and otherwise estimable
character, io deceived by their own asump-
tions, snd g0 bewildered by the noxious in
fluence of party spirit, that though familiar
with the atate of things wo bave described they
notually denied its existencs, or boldly
attempted to jusbify it o the world. Colonel
Vermer asserted that the Orapge society, ssa
body, had never interfered in any political
question ; Colomel Black did unot consider
‘Croppies  Lie Down' & party tune;
sffirmed that the anniversaries of the 12th of
July were paculiarly tranquil, and tbat adminis-
tration of jusiice was pure. The enquiry by
the committee of 1835, however, brought tha
trath fally to light. The exposure was complete,
the eondemnation universal, All classes, creeds
and partiea then united in declaring that the
Orangs organization must be arrested, that the
pupremacy of the law must be viodicated, and
that no party in the State should be permitted
to arrcgate to themselves superior privileges,
and insulé their fellow-subjects, under ground
of a pura religious belief or on the false and in-
solent plea of superior loyalty.

“The Orange leaders, we are happy
to say, at this junoture, yielded a
manly and dignified obedience of the
will of the pation, as expressed in an ad-
drena of the House of Commone, and the
answer of the Orown. Nowithstanding con-
sidarable resistanve from the Irish purlion of the
body, the Grand Lodge, in April, 1836, dis-
golved this society, and tbrough their organ
proclaimed that they did so, not in compliance
with expediency, but for the sake of prinociple—
that they would mneither repent of the deed nor
recall ib." .

HoN. MR, McFARLINE—What is the date
?I' the! article that the hon, gentleman.is reading
rom

Ho~x. Mz, DoroEoR—I am reading from
Frazer's Magacine of 1836, That was the
course thers, and the time embraced in theer
traneactions only extends over five years. The
twelve years that the society had been dis-
solved were twelve years of solid Eenneto Ireland,
In no twelve years during the last century
did peace reign so supreme aa it did during the
twelve years of its suppressicn ; but fmmediate-
Iy upon their re-organizing the eame scate of
things continued as before. This wan the state
of affairs in Ireland. Its bistory thers wass
dark one. I do nobt desire to harrow the feelings
of anybody in this House in golag baok to these
events, and I am merely taking up one painb in
thelr history, to show what it waa in Ireland,
sud tostow that this scciety had its origin
there. Whether there was cause or nob, even
assuming that there had beea cause, there in no
reason for hringing! it to this country. The
causes thab obtalned in Ireland do not exist

! better ;

: here, and the causes haviog ceated the offeqt
should cemss alss, Orapgei or  any
otherism of secret political character is not
known here. Any man who has anything to
complain of here can sayit ae free as the
wind, as free az water, as free amair, Why,
then, should we have szecret sosieties? It
18 not consisdent withjour. free institutionr. Wa
have one of the freeat governmentsa in the world
--a governmnent from the people direct, and
springing more from the people's conbrol,
perbaps, than in any other country in the
-world. We may have differences from tiwe to
time, party differences on party grounds; buj
all parties admitthat we have a good system of
government ~one that we would not change for
anybhing elee in the world—and usder such a
system of government, why should we in this
Houee forter these secret combinations? Can
any man who votes' for that measore say to
himeelf : By doing =0, 1 make society
€ I trabnquilize the concbry by
giving that vote!” QCaun any man, on his con-
acience, say he has improved society by giving
his sanction to an Orange Bill at this period of
the world's history? Can nboy one say that our
peopls would march to the fronbt in time of
troublein the united epirit they wonld if we
had no lodzes ? In the army iu England, where
lodges were orgapized, they were suppressed
immediately when found. They wers as provo-
cative of evil and disunlon in the army as here,
and every man can eaeily consider to himself
how tliey may be. I1f you have a regimant with
one hundred Catholicy, and they are bandea to-
gether in a secrat sociehy in the same regiment,
have we the famesrmy? Have they the same
impulas, the same united aim that they
would have if they were merely citizans brought
together under the drill of the country, under
their ¢ mminanders? 1Is there no danger? I say
there ia a danger. I am speskiog to thia House
frankly ; I am rpeakiog to it wighaut regard to
what Orangeism has been in the past or what it
may be in the future ; but I speak ‘in the pub-
lic interest, in the interest of peaceand in the
in*erest of social exisbence and happ:neas in thia
our new and bappy land, in which we ought
not to fonter, encoursgo or recognizes any secred
polisical crganization.  Since Orangeism cams
here, how bave those societies conducted them-
relyes ? A few event: will demonstrate it, s
few eavents fresh in the memory of every
man here from the hurning of the Parlia-
ment Hounee in Montreal until you come to
Prescott, where the black flag was hoisted,

nen  c.ming to Kingston, where the kon
of Her Mojesty would not be sallowed to
land unless be marched under an Orange arch.
He had with him tha Duke of Nuwcastle and
his suite ; the Orangemen cama to meet them
and he could not land there, That was loyalty
to the Queen'seon. They bave all the loyalty.
That is Orange loyalty. Then a step further
west, to Toronto. He wanted to go to church
on Sunday, but the Oraogemen there had buils

an Orange arch ; therefore, they wnuld noo let
him go to church. They filled bhe streets.
They ware for mobbing bun if be took
acy other route on that ocoasion to
get to church ; still, mnotwithetanding the
annoyaoce snd humtliation he had to suffer,
he would not bow his neck or humiliate himself
to go under the Orange arch, becauze it was the
policy cf the British Governwent that Orapge-
1:m ghould not be foatered or recognized. We
bad anvrher apecimen of Orange loyalty in the
city of Toronto—s very nice apecimen Nord
Elgin came to the city of Toronto, where he
was addressed by the people—a grand man.
We all remembered him. He was rotren egged
in the streeta of Toronto by the Orangemen.
But these wera layal Orauge eggs.
Ho.s. Mi. McKinDeey—You are wrong.

Hon. Mr. O’'DoroH0E—No: I was there, 1
am :peakirg by she book, At any rate, theee
are a few specimens of Orange loyalty, Orange
freedom of rpsech, Orange fair Llny. Thess are
evidences of them; bub, for us the minority,
living in Ontario, we have gnite another tale to
tell. It is not egga—not even loyal Orange
egas that are thrown at us—it is bulleta; it is
stones. \We see the Archbishop at the hesd of
his flock moviog from oue church to another,
performing a pilgrimage in aclemn eilence and
prayer, withont any inxiguis or colors, or any-
thing elese. We gee them ran upon, stoned,

istoled and driven as if they were wild animals.

@ gee bloodehed, women ard wen frightened,
and nuch a scene, perhaps, as has vaever bheen
witnessed in any other city in Canads. Now,
that 18 gonduct that we have a right to repre-
sent to thia Honte, We have a right to ask
this House, who sre a judicial body, snd
capable of considering the rights of the
mnority as well au the nights of the majority—
we have a right to aske them, in view of occour-
rences of this nature, ini: desirable to ranotion
% body of men who are capable of such acts, for
good men are known by their obzervance of the
laws. Men who viclate the laws never can and
naver could be oalled good men in any period of
the history of the world, Anotber man came
out to Canada—whether he was prudent in
coming to this country or not is a queftior, bnb
he came %0 a country over which floated the
British flag, and which he heard wa# a free caun-
try—-I refer to Mr. O'Brien. He went to
Kinge‘on and he had a hairbreadth escape
from belng murdered thers, and he had
the same €xperience in the oity of Toronta.
These people might find fault and suy that he
had no business coming to tbis country, but was
it for them to take the law into their own handa
and avenge themselves }

Hox. Mr. MoDoxnaip—It served him right.

Ho~r. MR, O’'DonodoE—Do I understand my
hon, friend to eay “Yes 7

Hon, M. MoDoxartn—To what !

Hox. M8. O’DoxoroE—That they were right
to take the law into thetr own hands,

Hon. Mr. O'DoxoROz—My hon. frisnd may
say it served O’Brien right, but {f stones were
thrown at bis own bead he would scarcely say it
perved him right.

Hon. Mr. O’Ponoror—Nor did Mr, O’Brien
on that vocaffon break the taw. On another
oacasion the Orangemen in the city of Toronlo,
without any provoeation, broke down a hatel,
simply because Mr. MoGee was dining thera on
the 17th Mareh, and they pursued hifi to the
Parliament House, where he told the Hounze the
oircumstances, bt the owner naver regeived any
remuneration, nor were there any convictiona
made., The jndges themselvea said on
the bench that the officials - and the
constables were altogather with  these
peopls, and OChief Justice Richards eaid
there waa another oath beyund the oath of their
office that they observed, and no man conld be
brought to justics nnderit, That was the state
of thinga thers, Look ab the nad remls flowing
from tbe Orange grocenion in the city of New
York. They may have had some provocation,

They were out in procession ; but supposing
there in & provogation, doss that julti&y whole-
salo alaughter ! If a child throws a rad rag at &

bull, can the bull bs justified if he takes the
ohild on Lis horns and tosees him in the air ?
Thers were sixty lives laid m death breausa of
the process'on in 1871 in the s‘reets of New
York. If a.cre had been no processiou of that
kind no live: would have been loat, Would it
not have been better for mociety to be with-
out such an organization? Would it not be
baester for nooiabﬁ here to be withont them? I
submib to this Houre that we should give no
countezence to Bills of this character. Next
Session a Bill of » very different nature may be
broughs before us by some other secret society.
and we cannob very consistently say no o it if
we eny yea to this ome. Ontside you hear it
freely atated that this House has ita mind made
up—that this Bill comes to the Senate under
the ssnctlon and with the approbation of the
Premier of the Dominion ; that, in fact, it is
hia dealgn, and I have very little doubt it is,
becauss the maker’s pame serma to be stamped
on the blade pretty well. He ia himself one
of the order, and no doubt does everything
in his power to foster it, ‘and has always
done e0. In my humble judgment this
House should not pasa this Bill, Wae ahould
not oare under whose auspices the Bill was
brought up or who brought 1o here ; the quss-
tion for this Houre should b, is it bensficial to
society to give this organization tbat recogni-
tion which is sought? It is not what is on the
face of the Bill I read to you. What is on the
face of the Bill amounts to wothing. The
Orsnge order can in every one of the Provinces
bave all the rights they want as to holding
property, and ss tc benevolent purposes, so it
1a uot for that it is brought here. It is to give
the society recognition, Now, hon, gentlemen,
in all frankness I believe that a wmore serious
question you have not been troubled with in
your time in this Senate, and if there ever was
onethat should be well considered befare we cast
our votes iy 1s this. In witakolding our support
from it we are burting nobody ; we are produc-
ing mo bad effects, We are irritating no
party. They have all the power they wanb for

. bolding property and for benevolent purposes,

and why do they ask the Parlismeat of Oanada
bo give them recoguition. For my part, I
beheqe it iz unwise %o recognizs any sootety of
the kind—not merely the Orange mociety, bus
any society whatever that is sccret and political
Theas aociebies beginin a very peculiar manner.
They do pot 3o good to the Urangemen. The
great mass of the Urange body are not benefited
by them, It is simply the bell wethers—the
fellows thad make uee of them for positions—
thege are the men who make uee of the other
poor fellows, and all they get in return
is to be trotted out under the burning sun on
the 12th of July to parade the streets. These
socistles ¢o them harm, by subjecting their
membera to excitement, and I believe thab they
would nc. be mny worse Protestants by not
having this organization, and that the state of
Proteatantivm iy Canada does not require their
assistauce, FEngland saya: " We don’t wans
your assistance,” as she has told them freely
and frankly over mnd over again; *‘ the civil
power ia strong enough 80 protect the country.”
The Orangemen offured to take up arms for Ire-
land, buutheir offer was repudiated. Under
thess circumatances, I ask hon. gentlemen to
consider calmly whether they are doing a benefit
or an injury to Canada by legalizing a system of
recreo sucieties in our political sfFairs,

There nre times perhaps, in the darkness and
silance of the night when his cooscience awakes
from its torper and lashes him with a thourand
stinging tongu-s ; when avery uevil deed of hir
lits passes before him, bringing with it the
sgony of romarae, the torture of an aocusing and
upraiding conecience,

under its accusing snd upraidiog, amd that
warning i% never cessea to whisper. Ia it not
conecience which causes romoe to expiate by a
life-time of msceticism and penance a single 8in ;
