' Wae Irems.—~Toe Grear INsTROUMENTS ©0F DE-
sTRUCTION.—The Scientific American says :~'¢ The
Columbiad or Paixban (pronounced payzan) is a
large gun, designed . prineipally for firing shells—it
being far more accurate than the ordinary short mor-
tar. A mortar is a very ghort carnon with a large
bore—gome of them thirteen inches in diameter—for
firing shells. Thoae in use in oir army are set at an
angle of 45 degrees, and the range of the shell is
varied by nltering the charge of powder. The shell
is caused. to-explode at just about the time that it

‘strikes, by means of a.fuse, the length of which is
‘adjusted to the time.of flight to be occupied by the

ball, which, of course, corresponds with the range.
The accuracy with which the time of the burning of
a fuge:'can-be adjusted by varyiog its length is sur-
prising—good artillerists  generally ' succeeding’ in
having their shells explode almost:at the exact in-

.gtant of striking. In loading & mortar, the shell is
_carefully placed with the fuse directly forward, and

when the piece is discharged, the shell is so com-

.pletely enveloped with flame that the fuse is nearly
‘always fired. A Dahlgren gun is an ordirary cac-
.oon; except that it has been made very thick at the

breech - for some thres or four feet, when it tapers

down sharply to less than the usual size ; this form was |/

adopted in consequence of -the experiments of Cap-
tain Dahlgren of the U." S. Navy baving shown that
when a gun bursts it usually gives way at the breech.
The Niagara is armed with these guns, and at the
Brooklyn Navy Yard there are sixty weighing about
9,000 pounds cach, and six of 12,000 pounds weight
each, the former of which are capable of carryiog a
nine-inch, aud the latter a ten-inch shell a distance
of two or three miles; and there is one gun of this
pattern which weighs 15,916 pounds, and is war-
'nnted to send an eleven-inch shell four miles.

ORriMiNAL STATISTICS IN TUE STATE OF NEw YORK.
—The Secretary of State has reported to the Legis-
lature the criminal statistics of the State of New
York for the year 1860. The report gives a list of
all the criminal convictions in the courts of record
and of special gessions in the several counties of the
Stute during the year. A comparisoun of the report
sbows that while convictions for the higher crimes
have decreased, convictions for petty offenses in
courts of special sessions have been from ten to
fifteen per cent more than in any former year. Tho
whole pumber of convictions in courts of record,
Oyer and Terminer, and General Sessions,.in 1860
wus 2,172, Of these, New Yotk county had 477;
Kings, 336 ; Erie, 128 ; Albany, 83; and the other
counties from 4 to- 50 ench., The number of convie-
tions for murder were 12 ; manslaughter, 44; assanlt
with attempt to kill, 48 ; arson, 16; forgery, 141;
the remainder were for larcenies, burglaries, etc.—
