‘We do not suppose for ome moment thatmn

these remarks, Mr. Brown meant anything of-
fensive ; and we hope that be will take it in good
part, if we point out to lum one or two errors
anto which he has fallen.

He attributes the mortahty amongst the cbil-
dren in this City to the numbers of deaths, weekly
corcurring amongst the children left at the Fo.und-
ling Hospital of the Grey Nunnery. This is an
error ; for of ibe deaths amongst those children,
the greater part occurs in the raral districts,
whither the Fouadlings are put out to nurse by
the Sisters, immediately after their arrival, or
rather abandonment, at the Nuanery doors. It
18 therefore evident that the mortality, however
great amongst these Foundlings, can have no
effect on our weekly City bills of mortality, stoce
they occur, not in the town, but 1a the country.

Mcr. Browa errs also i supposing thet'the in-
tention of the Nuns in opening their Foundling
Hospitat is abused. It was opened for the ex-
pross purpose of receiving those children whom
their unnatural parents desired to get rid of ;
and of whom, were it not for the Foundling
Hospital, they would get :id of by means of
murder, as is done to a fearful extent n Great
Britaic aod m the United States. Whather
there be a Foundling Hospital or not, unnatural
-parents will be as rife as ever; and these, if
‘they cannot abandon their cluldren to the care of
the Nuns, mill make short work ol their offspring
by smothering them, or throwing them into the

cess-pool.
