night the localities around Hyde Park were disturh-
ed by szcenes happily not citen witnessed in this
couniry. As will be seen fiom the following ac-
count, the good bumer snd enthunsiaem which pre-
vailed during tbe earlier pact of the evening changed
to considerable vicience, uncder which property was
destroyed, and life endangered As thereis en im-
portant queation affecting public rights, involved,
legal proceedings wiil immediately be taken reapects
ing it.

On Xonday a notice was posted througout London,
gigned by 8ir R. Mayne, staticg tha! Erde Park
gates would be closed to the public at five o'clock —
The committee of the Reform League me: to con.
clode their arrabgementa, and an earnest regolve
wa3 exprassed not to abzpdon their eieer line of
doty. Crders bed been isaued to the breaches di-
recting the menner of eszembliog, and uvrging the
necessity of keeping ovder. The processions were to
march with banners azd music to tie Marble Arch,
where properly appointed persoos on their behalf
would demsud admittance.

While the main body were marching to Trafalgar
gquare, more excitiog and leas desirable pursuits en-
gaged the attention of the crowds at Hyde Park.

When the msaemblage beceme awara that the
police were determined not to admit them, consider-
able indignation was exporienced and the fesling
found vent in personal encounters with some of the
police, who seemed prepared to give and take bard
knocks. A large portion of the crowd moved west-
ward, and in one bold dash smashed in the railings
of the park in spite of the police and entered the
park ehouting vociferiously, The railings at Park.
lene were broken io about the same time, and
in a few minutes several thousands hsd entered the
park BEncounters between the police and mob be-
came rife, the former using their trunchoons freely,
and the latter stones and before long seversl pri-
goners were removed. The mob hooted Hercely. —
In fact, the efforis of the police, instead of quelling
tae disturbance, seemed to.have a contrary effect,
and gerious consequences wers apprehended, when a
detachment of foot Guards, aader Colonel Lane Fox,
arrived. They were cheered enthusiasticslly, and in
a short time they tcok pesition near the gate and
never once moved from it. A body of the Life
Gusards soon after srrived, and were cheered in
& hearty maunper. They, however, did not actin
conjuction with tbe police, but galloped off to some
otker part of the park. When the police were again
left to themaslves they were pelted and in return at-
tacked the mob, oze or two of their number being
uchoraed. After & series of chargea againgt the mob
the police were reinforced by a second detachment of
Foot Guards, drawn up in front of the gate, and

‘who with the first detachment, received orders to be

in resdiness to fire should it become necessary. En-

-counterda- between the police and mob then became

leen frequent, and finally quietude was being restored
when another body of Life Guards augmented the
soldiery.—~Daily News.

Evius oF OvercrowniNG DwELLINGS.==The enorm-
ous evils of clozely built and over-crowded dwelliags
wereclearly shown in some statistica sead at a recent
mesting of the * Society for Improving the Condition
of the Laboring Clasees’ in London. The mortality
during tke pas: year of dwellers residing on the pro-
perty of this society, which gave accemmodstion to
1,618 persons, kad been only 28, and 12 of these were
childrea under eight years of age. In the dwellings
of the society, they say, the mortality had been only
about 16 to the 1,000, while if they aversgecd the
whole metropolis it was ebout 26; in Edioburgh,
27 ; Manchester, 33, and Liverpol, 41 per 1,000.

Every one believes that the ZEaoglish Dockyards
were tofinitely superior to any others in the world in
every respect; bu! in a recent debate in the House of
Cemcons—

Sir 3{ Peto stroogly censured the Naval Adminis-
tration of the late Government and stated thai dur-
ing bia recent visit to Ameriea, he irapected the
Dockrards of the United States, and felt absolutely
humiliated at the contreat they presented with the
Dockyards of his country. He rejoiced that tha ad-
minisiration of the naval adairs of the country had
beer piaced io ths handa of SirJ. Packiogton, cnd
felt eatisfied that the honour of the country would be
enfe in his bande. I! was not only necessary that
we atould bave a navy equal to that of all the other
great powers combined, but we should alwsys be
equsl o that of any two of thbe great cations of Zu-
rope, instead of which we were absolutely iaferios to
some of tbem. Our Mediterranean fleet mght be
admirably fitted for dispensing the hoapitelities of the
cauptry, but in the event of a war breaking out, the
best thing for it to do would be to put iato port !

Parisy OrpraaNs v ScorrLanp, — The standing
grievance of Scottish Catbolics iz that their poor
children left as orphans to tha care of parochizl au-
tborities, are, in ¥very numerons cases, seut 1o board
in Protestant families residing av places far away
froe eoy Catholic infiuence, and whers their own
pagter cannot possibiy reach them, either for religi-
oug inatzuction or supervision of their mora! conduct.
Ctildren so disadvantageously brougnt up could
hardiy be expected to retain their religion (if ever
they bad any). They have not retained it; and the
repult bas veen & wholezals syetem of miserable pes-
version and proselytism. In the great mass of in
stences, the arrapgemeata made by the parish guard-
ians have geemecd to be actuated by religious ani
mosity ; but, in mony others, the evil has appeared
almcst unaveidadle, owing to the want of Catholic
orphennges, and the extreme paucity of Catholie
familiez where the poor erphan3 could be suitably
placed. The boards have always been able to
ellege thiz difficulty in defence of their seciarisn and
illegal conduct. Thay have exagperated it far be-
vond its actual velue. They have professed an ex-
treme regard for tke temporal welfare of the Oatkbo-
lic orphan, In Scotland Catholics are, for the moat
pars, very poor, and it is easy enough to meke out a
plausibie cage in favor of tbe probability of the Ca-
tholic orpban beiog better cared for snd- better
b-gught up in the cottage of a Protesiant laborer,
thaa in that of a Catholic  The fact only proves the
extreme neces3ity there i3 for the establishment of
Catbolic orphanages iz Scotland. Had we suck in-
stituiions, we might demand as a right, the zemoval
of our Caibolic crphena into them. We have ob-
gerved from the reports in the local papers, that the
Rev. Alexander Muanzo, of Psisley, has been long in
active negotiation with tke parochial boards of bis
locality on this important subject. His energy and
perzeverance have oveen united with s cozciliatory
maagner and tone, and they have beer so far crowaed
with suceess, that some time since one of the Paisley
Boarda called in all the Catholic children whom
they had placed out in Protestant families, and
either boarded them ia Catholic ones, or elss placed
them in the poor-house, where they were within
reach of Catholic instrustion end supervision, The
precedent thus established ia a useful one, but the
Paislej poor-house, or even the piacing of orphans
in poor Cathollc families, ia far from being & satis-
faciory substitute for the Catholic orphanage, where
the cbildren would be educated in the bosom of the
Chusch, acd be shielded during their tender yeara
from all the bad influences of tue age.— Weekly Re-
gister.

Bracx Raix 1N Scotuaxp aAND  EwGraxp.—The
black rain showers, which are cow so well known
in Scotlend aud about which the inhabitants ofa
part of Aberdeenshire are in the way of speaking
with no greater astonishment, wken one of th_em
falls from a pecolinry-colored dark cloud blackening
meteriais exposed to it, than they apeak of a white
shower from a snowy cloud, have been at last
recognized in Epgland. Between the beginning of
Japuary, 1862, aad the middle of Janusry, thers
bave been no fewer than eight authenticated black
showera in Scotland, Seven of taies fell in Siains
and the extensive surromnding district. Two of
them were accompanied with pumice atones, some pf
the balls of which messured eight or tem inckes in
diameter, ard weighed upwards of a pound avoir-
dupois. The firat four, including the Ogr_luke showaer,
and the eighth, were contemporaneous with outburats
of Vesuviug, and the intermediate thres with those of
Etpa. It has been discovered thst England gets her
share likewize of black sBhowers, aithongh she did not
thiok that she waa so distingnished. On the 3rd of
May of the present year (1866), 11 a'm,, and again
at 4p.m., the town of Bitrmingham end surrounding
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country were for three quartera of an bour each time
enveloped with black clouds producing darkuess and
rain. Accidents tock place in the 'streets, vehbicles

were upset, and gas had to be lighted at some of-

the crossings, and in nearly all the places of busioess,
A large quantity of black rain, similar to the Scot-
tish, feli, and blackened rain water in tanks and
clothes an greens, not ounly in Birmingham itself, but
at rural places may miles distant, unatfeoted by doot
and amoke, and even windward of that town. So
far as known, however, no word has yet arrived of
any voloanic outburst, although judging from what
bas taken place in Scaotlaad, a probability exists tbat
sorce voleano has been in & atate of activity, emit-

— The foilowing iz a brief description of the mode
ia which itis intended to operate the carsof the
i elevated railweys’ in Greanwich street, New York :
—* The motive power i2 ae endless wire rope attach-
ed to drums, driven by engines piaced beneath the
surface of the atr2213, one engine of abous thirty-horae
power is to be stationed at intefvala of about one
balf mile between two lengths of rope of about
a quarter of & mile inlength on either side, and
propelled by the seme engice. Drawbridges are to
be placed at convenient croes strests, and are to he
worked by the same engine 80 a3 to open acd sbut
by steam pawer. The cara by an ingenious patent-
ed device, pass frcm one length of rope to snother
witbout change of speed, and vet the conducter in-
side the car cez, by uze of hand-levers, start the
carg &t pleasure anywhere on the road. Stations
are proposed to be placed once in five biocks, and
station rocms 8re %o be hired in'the second story of
contigucus buildings, and passengers ascend and
descend by etairways ingide of the block; where
thia cannot be doze, outside staircases are to be per-
mitted.
