Toronto contains about 50,000 mlmbl(uuts An
amateur concert to pay respectably, must bare at
lcast four hundred tickets sold, at fifty cents; that
is to sny, if one person in every 125 invests a bilf|
dollar for the good of musical Art, the concert|
will pay its unavoidable expenses, and leave dome-
thing over.a hundred dollurs for the benefit of the
performers.  But, unfortunately, Toronto docs not
contain onc in 123 willing to invest insuch sort of]

| thiemselves entitled to some acknowledgment from
-|the public, instend of gelting it, get  vebuff to

to thieir souls and depletion to their pockets; and
after working hard for the toncert, and then losing
by it, they grow weary of the Art; distrustful of|
the public, ready for any moderato form of suicide.

Think of that Toronto !

A porson of fuir musical abiility settles down in
Toroute. Their talent is soon discovercd, and
they arve pressed to take part in cheritable and
other performances ; tbey consent. No doubt they
enjoy it, but there is always a: portion of cavil and
unfriendly criticiem to be borne, inconvenicuce to
be put up with, expénse 1o be ‘undergone. After
some years, an imprudent friend suggests a Benefit
Concert. The public is supposed to be ready and
anxious 1o manifest their appreciation of talent,
and liberality ; but the public don't see it in that
light ; itbolieves that the enjoyment of sinking and
the credit of performing in pub‘hc quite sufficient
roward, and stays at home,

and the quality of hor champagne; but such as-
sistauce often has a sad, ultimate effect ou ama-
teur concerts, as the profegees of patronesses must
of course be assigued an imporiant pluce on the
programme ; the music is abominably bad, and
people are more unwilling than ever to go to the
next one. .

If ey friend nsked our advice nbout giving a
concert, we should connsel him,if e have five dol-
lars 1o spare, to throw it into the lakent once and
have no music, rather--than lose fifty in trying to)
wake more. -If anybody asked .our fricnd to ns-

1ccommcnd hirn to ibe dlscrcct and not meke o
show of bimself to, furthor the* pbjects of others ;
for somo are, excesswcly complaisant when thc)
are getting up a concert, but miost serencly distant
when the affair is over. And to the public we
remark, if the singers can sing, and the mausie is
good, go to it, and pay your fif ty.conts liko o man!
But not if the music or singers aro bad. Chnntylms
its rights, so has music, so has Decency and Public
order; so mever buy o ticket because you are
foreed to, and never go to hear asqualler !
