
If the Parties are unable to resolve an issue expeditiously by technical level discussions, a 
Party may refer the issue to the Committee. The Committee should consider any matter referred to 
it as expeditiously as possible.

Article C bis-06: Contact Points

1. For the purpose of facilitating communication on trade-related sanitary and phytosanitary 
matters, the Parties agree to establish Contact Points as follows:

for Canada, the Department of Foreign Affairs. Trade and Development, or its 
successor; and

for Chile, the General Directorate of International Economic Relations, Ministry 
of Foreign Affairs, or its successor.

Each Party, through its Contact Point, shall inform the other Party of the competent 
authorities that are responsible for the development and application of sanitary and phytosanitary 
measures.

Article C bis-07: Definitions

For the purposes of this Chapter:

sanitary or phytosanitary measure means a sanitary or phytosanitary measure as defined in 
Annex A of the SPS Agreement; and

SPS Agreement means the Agreement on the Application of Sanitary and Phytosanitary 
Measures contained in Annex 1A to the WTO Agreement.
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
