The Foreign Ministers of Canada, France, the Federal
Republic of Germany, the United Kingdom, and the United States
met in New York on 24 September to review the progress made in
their search for an early settlement of the Namibian question .

The Ministers noted that there have been extensive
discussions with interested African governments and the
Organization of African Unity . The Ministers also noted that
discussions had taken place between the United States
Government and the South African Government and that there had
been a recent exchange of messages between the Five and South
Africa . It is therefore now possible to identify mor e
clearly the issues involved and a process for their resolution

which would lead to the implementation of Security Council
Resolution 4 35 .

The Ministers noted that the stage reached in their
work and the consultations in which they have engaged have
enabled them to consider proposals to deal with these issues
and thus to create the confidence necessary for all parties
to proceed .

In their consultations, the Five Governments have
developed proposals for a timetable for further and final
negotiations with the objective of implementation of Security
Council Resolution 4 35 in 1982 .
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
