PRIME MINISTERS’ CONFERENCE

COPY OF PROCEEDINGS TABLED BY
PRIME MINISTER

Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING (Prime
Minister) : I lay on the table of the House
a copy of “Proceedings of the Conference
of Prime Ministers and Representatives
of the United Kingdom, the Dominions, and
India, held in June, July and August,
1921—Summary of Proceedings and Docu-
ments.”
