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at the earliest possible date consistent with
the completion of the accounts. I do not
have the actual information but I believe
the payment will be made before very long.
Assuredly it will be made in advance of seed-
ing, which is one of the occasions most im-
portant to the western farmer.

Mr. Argue: A further point in order to
clarify the Prime Minister’s answer. Will
this be the final payment or a supplementary
payment in view of the increased price for
wheat?

Mr. Diefenbaker: My understanding is that
it would be a final payment.

SECRETARY OF STATE—REFERENCE TO ACTIVITIES

Hon. Lionel Chevrier (Laurier): Mr. Speaker,
I wish to direct a question to the Secretary
of State. In view of the statements made by
Mr. Lucien Tremblay and Dr. Poirier, which
were quoted in newspapers, has the minister
any statement to make concerning the ac-
tivities of Quebec liquor police officers in
Bellechasse county during the last general
election.

(Text):

Mr. Speaker: Order. If I understand the
hon. member’s question correctly it relates
to a matter which, having taken notice of
in the press, I would say was not part of
the administrative responsibility of the minis-
ter who is Secretary of State but is a matter
which relates, rather, to his conduct outside
the ministerial field. I would suggest to the
hon. member for Laurier that, such an in-
quiry is not appropriate to be introduced in
this way as a question.

Mr. Chevrier: May I bring two things to
Your Honour’s attention—first, the fact that
this is a matter which comes under a division
of the chief electoral officer and election mat-
ters affecting a constituency; second, the fact
that the minister has already made a number
of statements dealing with the matter. I
should therefore think a question as to the
statement which he has made would be ap-
propriate.

Mr. Speaker: If the minister volunteers to
make a statement on the matter raised, well
and good; but I would not find the subject
matter to be within the scope of proper
questions relating to the administrative re-
sponsibility of the government. It is a sub-
ject which could be raised in the house in
other ways but not by questions relating to
the administrative responsibility of the gov-
ernment.
