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Division
tells me that it is 9:45 and that I must sit
down. That is the rule, and I accept it. I do
not believe the 40 minute limit on individual
speeches is closure. I do not believe the eight
day rule on the debate on the address is
closure. If we have the intelligence to agree
on the times to be allotted for various de-
bates, that will not be closure. Rather, it will
be the sensible planning of the parliamentary
year so that we can carry out the business of
this nation as grown men and women. I hope
this is what we will soon do in this House of
Commons.
