Mr. Jaimes A. McGrczth <St. John's East): Mr. Speaker, in
view of the persistence of the government in flot uphold-
ing the law and carrying out the provisions of the Tempo-
rary Wheat Reserves Act, I consider it inappropriate that
this House should consider any further business and I
therefore move, seconded by the hon. member for Peace
River (Mr. Baldwin):

That under the provisions of Standing Order 25 this House do
now adjourn.

Mr. Speaker: Perhaps I should point out that the hon.
member did flot have the floor for the purpose of propos-
ing a motion, but that might be cutting things a bit fine. If
I were to interpret the parliamentary rules very strictly, I
would say it is not customary for a member, on a point of
order, to move a dilatory motion, which is what is being
done now. But this would not help very much because I
arn sure that within the next five minutes a motion would
be placed before the House by a member who had the
floor, not on a point of order, and so I see no purpose in
not putting the motion at this time.

Mr. Jerome: On a point of order, Mr. Speaker, it may be
that Your Honour is anticipating what wiil happen when
we do move to motions, but nevertheless there could be
announcements made at that time. I know the Minister of
Agriculture (Mr. Oison) proposes to make an announce-
ment on motions concerning the business of the House for
the rest of this week, and that might very well have an
influence on your decision.

Mr. Speaker: I do not think that I can take this kind of
suggestion into consideration. I cannot foreteil that per-
haps on motions later today, or at five o'clock this after-
noon, or at the time of adjournment this evening, some
announcement might be made which could cast a differ-
ent light on the situation. I have to rule that the motion
has been made by the hon. member for St. John's East
(Mr. McGrath) and I see no reason why it should not be
put now.

Mr. Jerome: With the greatest respect, Your Honour, you
said that we were not now on motions and that this
motion is contrary to the rules.

Mr. Speaker: That is not; what I said. The Standing
Order provides that the motion can he made at any time,
and it is not necessary that it be made on motions. It is
moved by the hon. member for St. John's East (Mr.
McGrath), seconded by the hon. member for Peace River
(Mr. Baldwin), that this House do now adjourn. Is it the
pleasure of the House to adopt the said motion?
