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resources too quickly, yet they need them now. Try to
resolve those two problems. Hon. members asked about our
Minister of Energy. He is great.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear!

Mrs. Holt: Our Minister of Transport (Mr. Lang) has
already shown great strength in his portfolio.

Some hon. Members: Order!

Mrs. Holt: You started it. You started talking about
leadership. I am giving you a roll call of leadership.

An hon. Member: What about the back bench?

Mrs. Holt: Oh, the back bench is splendid. But I am
talking about the Minister of Transport. He is new on the
job—

An hon. Member: What about the Whip?

Mrs. Holt: Oh, the Whip is fantastic. Look at all the
people he has brought out. Where are your boys?

The Minister of Transport has already shown great
strength and courage in his portfolio. His intelligence and
vigour will assure solutions to difficulties involving the
dredging prices and the chronic problems of our railway
system, and maybe we will get equalization of freight rates
in the west through him because he is a westerner.
