CANADA OIL AND GAS ACT

MEASURE RESPECTING OIL AND GAS INTERESTS

The House resumed, from. Thrusday, October 29, consider-
ation of Bill C-48, to regulate oil and gas intcrests in Canada
lands and to amend the Oit and Gas Production and Conserva-
tion Act, as reported (with amendments) from the Standing
Committee on National Resources and Public Works, and
Motions Nos. 21 (Mr. Wilson) and 22 (Mr. Waddell).

Mr. Gordon Taylor (Bow River): Mr. Speaker, the govern-
ment under the Right Hon. Joe Clark would have enabled
thousands of Canadians to become involved with Petro-
Canada today in a meaningful way. The people would have got
a share of the profits in their own pockets to spend as they
chose. The developers and producers would have had an
incentive to go out and search for oit and gas knowing their
findings and successes would not be expropriated by the
government and given to one of their competitors, as will be
done under Bill C-48. They would not have been denied a fair
profit. The Crown would also have got a fair share. The
companies, the people and the workers have confidence in the
Right Hon. Joe Clark. They have no confidence-

Mr. Taylor: The companies, the people and the workers
have confidence in the right hion. member for Yellowhead (Mr.
Clark).

Soine hion. Members: Hear, hear!

Mr. Taylor: They have no confidence in the Prime Minister
(Mr. Trudeau) or in the Minister of Energy, Mines and
Resources (Mr. Lalonde). Without confidence there is littie or
no investment, and we see that occurring in Canada with our
money going out of the country. When there is little or no
investment there are few or no findings of new oit and gas.
This also means few or no jobs, and that is why we have almost
one million people unemployed.

The right hion. member for Yellowhead believes in and
practises free enterprise. The present Prime Minister does not
believe in free enterprise. He believes in socialism, collectivism
and government monopoly, and has no intention of letting free
enterprise work or function. Under a Tory government
Canadianism would be more meaningful with more ownership
of industry by rank and file Canadians-not only the rich, the
everyday worker. There would be more investment in Canada
and less Canadian money going out of our country with more
jobs for Canadians. This would ail be done under a free
enterprise system.

Free enterprise built this country and free enterprise today
is being slowed down by the barnacles of socîalism being
tacked on to it by the present government. The Tory govern-
ment would have built up this country before, but the next
time we have a Tory government we will have a free enterprise
system. Free enterprise is being discouraged in Canada today.
Even the Prime Minister gets on the radio and tells us free
enterprise has failed. Free enterprise has not failed. If there
has been any failure it has been because there has been too
much socialism and collectivism attached. These barnacles
slow down free enterprise.
