Question No. 154—Mr. Orlikow:

Has the Defence Research Board cut any projects in its science and technolo-
gy programs in order to absorb the reduction in its expenditures required by the
economic statement made by the Minister of Finance in the House on November
8, 1984 and, if so, what are they and what are the projected costs?

ABORTION COMMITTEES
Question No. 176—Mr. Stackhouse:

1. On the last day for which information is available, how many Canadian
hospitals had abortion committees and how many did not?
2. How many were Department of National Defence hospitals?

Hon. Ray Hnatyshyn (President of the Privy Council): I am
informed by the Departments of National Health and Welfare
and National Defence as follows:

1. In its report, the Committee on the Operation of Abortion
Law (appointed by the Pricy Council, September 29, 1975 and
chaired by Robin Badgley) indicated that out of 1,348 non-
military hospitals, 559 were eligible to establish therapeutic
abortion committees in terms of their major treatment func-
tions, the size of their medical staff, and their type of facility.
Out of these, 271 hospitals had established therapeutic abor-
tion committees by the end of 1976, and 288 hospitals had not.

The latest data obtained from Statistics Canada (Institu-
tional Statistics Section) pertains to 1982. In that year there
were 1,218 non-military hospitals in Canada of which 261
maintained therapeutic abortion committees. No information

is available on the number of non-military hospitals that were
eligible for such committees in 1982.

For the year ending March 31, 1984, were any personnel released from the
Canadian Armed Forces and, if so, how many?

Mr. Robert Wenman (Parliamentary Secretary to Minister
of National Defence): During the period April 1, 1983 to
March 31, 1984, 5,078 personnel were released from the
Canadian Armed Forces.
