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Hon. Calvert C. Prati: May I have the
privilege of drawing to the attention of
honourable senators a clipping from a news-
paper I have just received today with refer-
ence to relief which is being offered in New-
foundland for the Hungarian refugees who
are passing through Gander airport? The
relief is being organized by the Canadian
Red Cross Society; and the Salvation Arrny,
the Canadian Legion, service clubs and other
organizations in Newfoundland, under the
society's direction, are very actively engaged
in this work. These organizations are calling
for men's, women's and children's clothing,
which will be offered to the refugees as they
are passing through Gander airport, and
the response of the people has been so
generous that, as the newspaper says, the
organizations were "bombarded with cloth-
ing" and can scarcely cope with the large
quantity that has been received.
