The regular and auxiliary grants of the Department of 
Agriculture have been of extraordinary value in a time when
revenue from endowment has been reduced and when demands for 
instruction and advice have been exceptionally great- 
auxiliary grant has rendered possible the completion of the 
first unit of the building for the institute or parasitology 
and the erection of an extension for the accommodation of 
experimental animals.
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The same grant has enabled us to con­

tinue such experimental projects as those on pasture improve­
ment and soil fertility which involve work at a distance from
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the College. A similar enterprise concerning the utilisation 
of muck soils for vegetable production was undertaken in the 
spring of 1933, the expense of which will be met out of thei
