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because they oftentimes burnt human victims,

and made peace with them on conditions

they would cease from this unnatural and
cruel practice. If we could have any faith

in the promises they make we could suffer

them to live, provided they would only

make war amongst themselves, and abandon

their hiding or lurking on the pathways of

our citizens, emigrating unarmed and de-

fenceless inhabitants ; and murdering men,

women and children in a defenceless situa-

tion; and on their ceasing in the meantime
to raise arms no more among the American
Citizens.
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
