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gardeners, farmers, merchants, and various

ministers of influence, '.t is almost unneces-

sary to add that the spiritual needs of the

men have not been forgotten, and in the kit

of each one have been packed a Bible,

supplied by the kindness of the Bible

Society—who have intimated their willing-

ness to make a similar presentation to every

man the Union sends out—and an assortment

of suitable and practical religious literature.

Thus far have I told the story of my Cana-

dian experiences. Those who wish to fully

pursue the subject will do well to get * Pic-

turesque Canada,' now being published by

Messrs. Cassell and Co.
