Editor World: Now ‘that the summer

months have nicely begun, or rather the
summer term for ‘the milk producers of

Toronto, they have once more agreed to
enter ou a six months’ . term of drudgery and
hard. labor, simply, in a good many cases,
for the honor of supplying the miik deal-
ers of Toronto. It is onky = about
nionths since nearly every milk producer
of Toronto, at the Milk I'roducers’ meet-
ing, signed his name to an agreement, or.
in other words, gave the signature as his
word of honor, not to sell milk to be de-
livered in Toronto for less than $1 per can,
arcd that for a term of five montns, instead
of six months, as heretofore supplied. At
a meeting of the same about one mionth
mcre recently, they were unanuiious In
stating that they would stand by their sig-
nature, or word of honor, and at this wmect-
ing I listened to some of the most emphatic
speeches from our best men, both as honest
men ani well-to-do farmers and milk pro-
ducers, to the effect that they meant to
stand by the assoclation if they should
have to quit the business. Now, what 18
the upshot of all this? 1 venture to say
there is not one milk producer who s
shipping milk to Toronto to-day who has
stcod by his word of honor. If there is a
milk producer who has stood staunchiy by
his word, he is like the writer, an ex-milk
producer. I would like to know what Is
the motive of the Milk Producers’ Associa-
ticn. 1s it to get all the honest men cut
of the business? By getting them to sign
their names, a few weeks before the new
term opens up, then undersell the asgocia-
tion, either by selling under the dollar or
by selling for six months instead ot five? 1
know of eight wagons delivering milk to
dealers in Toronto, and not one of them 1s
carrying a dollar ean, and all of the pro-
ducers have sold for six months. 1 think,

milk dealers were more particular in huut-
ing up good clean milk and good clean milK
producers, and Dpot €0 anxious tor cheap
milk, let it come from any olda place, 1t
would be to their advantage, and -more
particularly that of their customers.

They
constitute only the Municipal Council. The
Municipal .Corporation is composed of the
entire body of citizens endowed by law.
