London, May 20.—The Standard's cor-
respondent at Tientsin cables that
while the Japanese fleet was cov-
ering the landing of troops near
Kaichau on Monday a sharp en-
gagement occurred at Hsinyen-
cheng.

JAPS ADMIT DISASTER.

Tokio, May 19.—(9.30 a.m.)—Vice-Al-
miral Togo has reported as follows:

¥A report from Rear-Admiral Dewa
says that the cruiser Kasuga and
Yoshino collided during a fog off
Port Arthur on May 15, The Yo-
shino sank, only ninety of her crew
being saved.

¥On the same day the battleship
Hatsuse struck a Russian mlne
and sank.”

Giving details of the disaster Vice-
Admiral Togo says:

¥At fourteen minutes past one in the
afternoon of May 15, in a deep fog
off Port Arthur, the Kasuga ram-
med the Yoshino, sinking the iat-
ter in a few minutes.. Ninety of
her crew were saved.

¥The same morning, the Hatsuse,while |
cruising off Port Arthur, covering
the landing of theé soldiers, struck
a mine ten knots southeast of the
harbor entrance. She signaled for
help and instantly struck another
mine, She sank in half an hour.
Three- hundred of her crew svere
saved by torpedo boats.” e

The Yoshino was a cruiser of 4180 tons
and was 350 feet long. Her arma-
ment consisted of four 6-inch guans,
eight 4.7-inch guns and twenty-
three 3 pounders. Her speed was
23 knots and her crew numbered
300 men.

The Hatsuse was a hattleshlp of 15,-
000 tons, and of the latest model.
She was only completed in 1900,
was 400 feet long and was heavily
armored. Her armament consisted
of four 12-inch guns, fourteen 6-
inch guns, twenty 12-inch pounders
and eight 3-pounders and four 2 1-2
pounders. She had four torpedo
tubes, estimated speed 19.11 knots.
and her crew numbered 741 men,

It is possible that the sinking of the
Yoshino and the Fatsuse may be
the disasters referred to by the
Russians, who arrived at Chefoo
to-day, from Port Dalny and an-
nounced that the Japanese battle-
ship Shikishima and the cruiser
Asama had struck mines and
sunk.

NEWS IS CONFIRMED.

Nuhington, May 19. — Advices re-
i ceived at the Japanese legation
from Tokio, confirming the Asso-
clated Press accounts of the sink-
ing of the cruiser Yoshino and the

battleship Hatsuse, state that after’

the Hatsuse had been struck »y
Russian mechanical mines, a Rus-
Kk sian flotilla of sixteen torepdo
. boats and destroyers approachecu,
but were repulsed by the Japanese
cruisers, which saved 300 of tha
Ha.t.suses crew, including Admiral
Mashiba and Cdptam Nakao.

Of this sum $47,737 will ‘be expended
on schools, and $78,098 to meet the net
deficit of 1903.

The treasurer points out that ihe
amounts to be raised this year are
$87,500 less than in 1893, when the as-
sessment was $10,000,000 greater. I'his
represents about 30 cents per head of,
the population, a reduction which, con-
sidering the immense growth of the
city, he considers a tribute to the
economy of the council. A mill cn the
dollar to-day will not produce as much
revenue as it did in 1893. While the
rate has not varied much in the past
seven years, the total amount paid by
the ratepayers has generally decreas: d
year by year.

City's Assets,
The net debenture debt on Dec. 21,
1903, was $15,831,524.95, a decrease of
$62,017.10 during the year. The vaiue

of the assets possessed by the city is
placed at $14,000,000, a large portion of
which is revenue producing, the total
revenues amounting to upward of »l;
000,000,

Last year the estimates were passe >d
at the earliest date in tén years—on
March 31. In 1900 they were pussed_ on
April 23, but in the other years siace
1895 they were not passed untii June.

The street railway statistics are in-
teresting. The number of passeng-rs
carrvied in 1903 was 53,065,322, and the
city received $278,920.58 in penontuge
and mileage. The estimate for 1uud
from this source is $827,000. The total
amount received by the city since the
franchise 1S
$2,141,126.43. The company obtained «
net profit of $629,163.51, and after pay-
ing a dividend of 5 per cent,, carried
forward $180,628.92.

Make Government Pay.

The treasurer draws attention to the
fact that the provincial government,
altho receiving many benefits from the
aity, contributes in no way to the
revenue. The prineiple of contributing
has been acknowledged, however, by
the agreement of the government to
pay its share of the cost of improve-
ments on the Government House prop-

He had]
not only to get ‘his clients out of
trouble but prevent them getting into
it. In the United States the lawyer nad!
to be a skilled business negotiator, a
business man with a knowledge of law. |
rather than a lawyer, and their best |
lawyers were rarely seen in court,

The corporation lawyer was not only |
one able to advise on business conceras |
but was now usually an integral part
of the corporation, which reaped the
whole beriefit of his sagacity and|
shrewdness. <Corporations in conse- |
quence kept out eof litigation. The]
chance of the bar to gain expenenuﬁf
was thus diminished. He was not cri-
ticizing but simply pointing out de¥eiop-
ments,

There wds a tendency among young
lawyers to leave the profession and
become managers of companies. It
was noticeabte the increased number
of lawyers who were coming in from
the country to handle their own casas
in the appeal courts.
