duty.”

Mr. Roberts characterized the evangeli­
cal ministers as being neither real men 
nor real women and that they were bet­
ter qualified for pink teas than states­
manship. All of the high officials of the 
church, including President Smith, were 
present and. tacitly indorsed the address 
of Mr. Roberts was an utterance of the 
church.

.6006 tion. NEW YORK, July 10-William Green­
wood, who says he is seventeen years old, 
but looks to be twenty-five, accosted 
Lieutenant Galvin, ' at the White Star 
line pier and, describing himself ae a thief 
said he wanted to fee arrested, and sent 
back to England, whence he had just ar­
rived on the steamer Majestic.

He said his home was in Close, New- 
castle-on-Tyne, and that he had run away 
from Newcastle with $1,200 belonging to 
the Campania Sansinena de Carnes Con- 
glenda, a brokerage firm that employed 
him as clerk.

The trip he had just ended, he said, 
completed his second voyage across the 
Atlantic within one month. In June the 
manager of the firm gave him $1,200 in 
paper, several drafts and checks and a 
bag of silver to take to the bank. He put 
the silver in hie overcoat and, leaving the 
cheqks and drafts behind him, left the 
place quietly through a side door. He went 
to a ticket office and engaged passage for 
America, and sailed on tire Campania the 
following morning.

When he reached New York, he con­
tinued, he went to one of the big hotels 
over night, but he became homesick and 
boarded the Adriatic for home the next 
day. Fearing to remain in England he en­
gaged a second passage and took the Maj­
estic, which reached this port yesterday. 
He had hardly left the gangplank when 
he heard the Fourth of July celebration, 
and again became homesick.

He told Lieutenant Galvin that he had 
only a dollar and a quarter in American 
money when he landed, and thought it 
best to give himself; up.

Greenwood told Lieutenant Galvin that 
about one year ago he went to Canada, 
and while employed in a store there stole 
$80 from his employer and went to Eng­
land. He was arrested there, he said, but 
the Canadian authorities did not want 
the trouble of bringing him over and he 
wae not detained.

phone)—The inquest into the death of the 
four men who loet thdr lives in the burn­
ing of the river steamer Crystal Stream, 
here on June 21, waS'çlosed tonight and 
the verdict handed Qggpuier Earle by the 
jury was that WiDiad? Logan, Allan Lo­
gan, Fred Smith and. Edward Baxter 
came to their death by burning in the 
Crystal Stream on the night of June 21; 
cause of fire unknown.

Herbert McCleery, mate of the Crystal 
Stream, one of the survivons of the fire, 
gave evidence. It was hie duty, he said, 
to look after the stowing of freight and 
lodk after the lights after the boat was 
tied up.
the night of the fire and saw nothing 
unusual. There wae no sign of fire. He 
had no reason for suspecting the Crystal 
Stream would be burned.

He told of his remarkable escape as be­
fore recorded, and saw the two Logan 
boys get out of bed when he did and 
William Logan helped him to force up the 
trap into the cabin.

He told of the cargo of hay, hoop poles 
and general freight. Planks lay from the 
boat to the shore, and the forward gang­
way was open as customary.

Mate McCleery eaid he had no idea of 
the reason why the four men did not 
follow him when he got out through the 
trap. He thought they were following 
him. He was sure that William Logan 
had leaped behind him.

In answer to a question as to whether 
he considered the men’s quarters safe, he 
eaid that he thought frequently that they 
would be dangerous in case of fire.

Mrs. G. H. Perry, wife of Capt. Perry, 
of the Aberdeen, gave evidence as fol­
lows: “On the night of the fire we were 
awakened by a crackling noise. We lay 
down again, but the noise continued and 
we got up and gave the alarm, that some­
thing was wrong.”

To Mr. Trueman she said she knew 
Mrs. Chase, but never heard her husband 
use the words which Mrs. Chase laid to 
him, nor were they on the Crystal Stream 
four years ago.

John Johnson, engineer of the Aber­
deen, told of being aroused by the call of 
fire. He ran out and saw the Crystal 
Stream afire He at once ordered the 
firemen to get up eteam which was done 
in about ten minutes, by using two gal­
lons of paraffine and birch bark.

Wilfred Akerly, mate of the Aberdeen, 
said he was aroused by the call of fire. 
He described getting the scow out of 
range of the fire.

He added that he saw Capt. Perry oh 
the deck of the Aberdeen and on the 
wharf.

Capt. Perry, on being recalled, gave a 
direct contradiction of the statements of 
Mrs. Chase that he made threat to have 
vengeance on the Crystal Stream.

E. H. McAlpine represented D. J. 
Purdy, M. P. P., owner of the Crystal 
Stream. A. A. Wilson appeared for Capt. 
Perry, of the Aberdeen, and W. H. True­
man was looking after the interests of 
the crown.

Federal Ministers Appoint 
Judges to Manitoba Courts 
—Governors Get Leave of 
Absence.

Ottawa, July 9—In connection with the 
arrest of Charles Burke, for counterfeit­
ing, Colonel Sherwood, commissioner of 
the dominion police, stated that off and 
on for the last two years the detectives 
of the dominion police had been engaged 
in ferreting out the men who were passing 
the spurious money.

The counterfeiting was not steady, being 
done by fits and starts. The detectives 
were puzzled for a time, as to where the 
plant was situated, but an arrest in ^Mont­
real gave the local men the desired clue. 
Burke was watched for some time, and 
then arrested at his home. A search of 
the house revealed a complete plant for 
the making of $5 bills of the Montreal, 
Dominion and Traders Banks.

Detective James Parkinson, who made 
the capture, resides at 86 College avenue. 
He has been on the force for upwards of 
twenty years, and is one of its cleverest 
men.

The trade and commerce department has 
received reports from J. S. Larke, Can­
ada’s trade agent in Sydney, and D. H. 
Ross, agent at Melbourne. Mr. Larke 
says that trade in New Zealand is pros­
perous. In New South Wales and Aus­
tralia generally the harvest will not be 
an average one. The early part of the 
year was too dry. The prospects for de­
veloping the leather trade are good. A 
firm to secure the trade must do its own 
business. The population of New Zealand 
increased from 714,162 in 1896 to 908,726 
in 1906. •

Mr. Roes gives figures to show that 
Canadian trade with Australia is increas­
ing. In 1906 Canada exported £303,751, 
an increase of £72,770 over 1905. The 
imports to Canada from Australia were 
£72,688, an increase of £29,400.

PUMPS.
Ottawa, July 9—A meeting of the caEl- 

net wae held this afternoon, the first in 
two weeks. Sir Richard Cartwright, act­
ing premier, presided.

Police Magistrate Dawson, of Winnipeg, 
and ex-Attorney-General J. D. Cameron 
were appointed judges of the court kings 
bench for Manitoba. Both judgeships were 
provided for by an act passed at the last 
session of parliament.

Leave of absence was granted to Sir 
Mortimer Clark, lieutenant-governor of 
Ontario, and 
Dunsmuir, of British Columbia. Sir Mor­
timer Clark will leave for a holiday. Dur­
ing his absence Chief Justice Moss will act 
as administrator.

Three applications for commutation of 
the death sentence were considered -by the 
council. One case was that of a man 
named Dale, who was convicted and sen­
tenced for the murder of two Frenchmen 
in Carine (B. C.) last November. Dale, 
while intoxicated, ran amuck in the village 
and fatally shot the men and wounded 
others. The cabinet decided to let the law 
take its course. Similar action was taken 
in the case of a Chinaman who fatally 
stabbed a man employed in one of the 
camps in the Kootenay district just one 
year ago today.

The third case considered was that of 
an Italian named Frank Capelli, who is 
under sentence to be hanged Aug. 1 for 
the murder of William Dowe at White- 
stone, in the Parry Sound district, on 
Christmas day. Pending the receipt of a 
further report on the case by the minister 
of justice, no action was taken.
