Suggestions For Improvement in Meth-
ods of Doing Business and For In-

crease in Revenue

Fredericton, June 22.—Following is the
report of public accounts committee pre-
sented by Chairman Magee this morn-
ing:

The committee on public accounts has
met thirteen times during this session of
the legislature and the members have
given close attention to the report of the
auditor-general upon the public ac-
counts of the province.

Suggested Improvements

The attention of the committee was
occupied first by the collection of the
public revenues and each branch of re-

\

ccipts was carefully considered. In its
opinion there is opportunity for im-
provement in the collection. This ap-
plies particularly to the amounts pay-
able by municipalities to assist in sup-
porting the Provincial Hospital for Ner-
vous Diseases.

A much improved system could, in
our opinion, be introduced in connection
with the distribution of school books.
The books should be distributed to the
sccretaries of school districts and thus
climinate any possible loss to the prov-
ince from bad accounts.

The harvesters will be paid,
according to the announcement in the
German papers, higher wages than are
customary in peace times, in order to
encourage a zealous effort. Premiums
are offered Roumanian landlords for
speedy deliveries of grain.

GERMANS SEEK T0 STOP
MEXICAN CAMPAIGN FOR
SREAK FROM GERMANY

Mexico City, June 22 -Every possible
pressure, including financial offers, is re-
ported to have been brought to bear by
Germans and pro-Germans to stop the
campaign of El Universal for the sever-
ance of relations between Mexico and
Germany. The campaign continues to
be the main topic¢ of conversation here.
El Universal says editorially today that
in the flood of comment which its stand
has evoked no paper or person has taken
a pro-German stand or proposed that
Mexico ally herself with the Central
Powers.
