- HEROIC DOCTOR

Cuts Flesh from His Own
Thigh to Graft on Wife’s
Foot.

Chicago, July 18—With steady hand
and nerve, and calmly going about his
business as if he were performing the
simplest of operations, Dr. Orlando P.
Scott, a well-known surgeon of Chicago,
cut strip after strip of flesh from his
own thigh and grafted them on to his
wife’s foot and ankle as he rested on a
portable table at his wife’s bedside.

The entire operation was performed
without the single administration of an
of several
physicians and nurses. Sebs came from
various parts of the room as Dr. Scott,
without so much as a wince of pain,
drove the surgeon’s knike into his own
flesh and then speedily grafted the
strips upon his wife’s limbs.

A fellow?physician stood by him to
dress his wounds. Several times as Dr.
Scott drove the knife into his thighs,
he turned to the witnesses of the opera-
tion, explaining technical points of the
operation to them. Many were blinded
with tears.

Dr. Scott’s act of self-sacrifice and
herosim was performed to save his wife
from disfigurement and possible loss of
her right leg. Mrs. Scott was injured
in an automobile accident six weeks ago.
Her right leg was crushed and the flesh
stripped from it in long gashes. Gan-
grene set in later, and in order to avoid
amputation, a skin-grafting operation
was decided upon.

RAIN ADDS FIVE
BUSHELS T0 AGRE

Means Good Crop in South
Alberta — Benefit from
Rockies to Saskatchewan.

Lethbridge, Alta., July 18—One and
one half inches of rain has fallen over
the whole of southern Alberta, from the
rockies to Saskatchewan and from Cal-
gary to the boundary since Sunday night |
and according to experimental f:fm ex-
perts, .the storm means an added five
bushels to the acre on the southern Al-
berta crop this year. It is estimated
that the Lethbridge railway division will
ship twenty-flve million bushels of all
grains this year as against thirty-eight
million bushels in tke big crop of 1915.
Ten days ago it loSked as if Southern
Alberta would-have a poor crop.

Winnipeg, Man., July 18—The fourth
crop report of the “Free Press” reveals
a rather mixed condition in all three
provinces with the general tone of re-
ports for the whole west not quite so
satisfactory as last reported, while in
some large areas, notably southern Al-
berta, conditions are much improved.
The one serious drawback has been lack
of rain at many places.

There is still very considerable surface
moisture, but there has not been sufﬂ—}
cient” rain to keep this moisture linked
up to the roots of the crop. Out of 284,
points heard from, 115 want more rain. |
. The threatened grasshopper destruc-
tion, thanks to the good organization
and the vigor with which it has been
fought has not developed serious loss in
any of the three provinces to date.

Absolutely no further wind damage
has been reported and very” little hail.
Cutworms have done considerable dam-
age at some points, mainly in ‘Alberta,
but their period of destructiveness is now
past and it may be assumed there will
be no trouble from that source.

THE REFERENDUM
ON OCTOBER 25

Several Provinces to Vote on
Liquor Importation

Lists Used Will Be Those to
Be Prepared Under New
Dominion Act — New York
Times on Our Plebiscite.

' (Special to Times;)

Ottawa, Ont., July 183—The referen-
dum on liquor importation will be held
on October 25, in the Yukon and'in
Alberta, Saskatchewan, Manitoba, On-
tario, and Nova Scotia, and possibly
one or two other provinces. The vote
will be on the question whether or not

a province-wide Scott Act shall be ad-
opted and thus prohibit the importation
or conveying of liquor from other coun-
tries or other provinces into the province
adopting the act. It will be a definite
yes or no on one question only.

Alexander Smith of Ottawa, a prom-
inent authority on franchise matters,
says that; “The list to be used will be
the lists to be prepared under the new
dominion election and franchise act, as
this act has repealed the war time elec-
tions act and other federal election laws
of unhappy memory.” Mr. Smith adds
that “the voters” lists for any 'federal
bye-election held shall be prepared under
the terms and conditions of the new
dominion election and franchise act as
all of the eleven federal acts dealing ‘with
elections have been repealéd by the re-
cent act.

N. Y. Times on Plebiscite.

New York, July 18—(Canadian Press)
—Under the caption “New Brunswick
decides to prohibit,” the Times this
morning discusses the result of the re-
cent referendum in New Brunswick.

The newspaper says |the return of the
Canadian troops from loverseas has ap-
parently made no relative change in the
wishes of the people of that province
and adds:

Baptista Saavdra has assumed power,
being supported by the army, and is sa'd
to have appointed Jose Carrasco, former
Bolivian minister to Brazil, chancellor.

Newspapers here say the revoiution is
a crushing defeat of the pro-Chilean ndl-
icy pursued by the Bolivian government
and vindicates the community of inter-
ests existing between Peru and Bolivia.
